125 Years of Leicester City Football Club

An exhibition celebrating the history of Leicester City Football Club from Leicester Fosse’s foundation in 1884 up to the present day will open at the Record Office on 17th May. The exhibition, devised by the Club Historian, John Hutchinson, represents collaboration between Leicester City Football Club and Leicestershire County Council.

Using documents, photographs, shirts and trophies, the exhibition will focus on themes such as promotions, cup finals, fans, a hall of fame and the club’s links with the community.

Howard Riley who played nearly 200 games on the right wing for Leicester in the top division in the 1950s and 60s will be present at the official launch of the exhibition on May 17th. An England Under 23 international, he also played in 2 FA Cup Finals, a League Cup Final and in a European campaign for Leicester City. 

The exhibition is part of Leicester City Football Club’s aim to get the club’s collection of artefacts out into the community. 

The exhibition at the Record Office in Wigston runs from 17th May until 8th July. Free admission.  The Record Office is open on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays from 9.15 to 5pm; on Wednesdays from 9.15 to 7.30pm; on Fridays from 9.15 to 4.45pm; and on Saturdays from 9.15 to 12.15.
An event associated with the exhibition will be a presentation by club historian John Hutchinson on June 16th at 7.30 pm. This will focus on long forgotten stories from the club’s archives.
