Pupils with SEN - Guidance
Setting targets for pupils with SEN should be seen as part of the continuum of target setting for all pupils.

Where an aspect of a pupil’s needs within literacy or maths, e.g. writing/place value, can be met through provision planned to address class curricular differentiated targets, it is possible to break down the ‘Must’ target to a further differentiated ‘First Step’ target for a pupil with SEN. If this is the case, it would not then be necessary to duplicate this target on an IEP or write an additional IEP target to address this aspect of literacy/mathematics.

Where a pupil’s needs within and aspect of literacy or mathematics cannot be met through provision planned to address class curricular differentiated targets (perhaps because his/her needs within this area are more specific or are focused on a different aspect of literacy or mathematics) then it would be appropriate for the pupil to have a more relevant, focused IEP target along with additional/different provision to enable the target to be met. It would not be appropriate, in this case, for the pupil to then be given an additional class based differentiated target coving the same area; doing this would over-load the pupil and risk diluting the focus and time on the priority target(s).

It is important that pupils on the SEN record do not have their achievement restricted and that as each target is achieved this is celebrated and a new, more challenging target set.
If a pupil on the SEN record does not have mathematics and/or literacy as an area of need, then they would, of course, have a ‘must’, should’ or ‘could’ target in one/both these areas.
Further Guidance
