	Falling from height
	All participants
	Impact absorbent safety surface installed to all equipment where there is a critical fall height.

No racing each other on any of the equipment (warning signs in place).

No jumping off the equipment.

Young people to wear sensible footwear for sporting activities.

Older children must be prevented from endangering younger ones.

The numbers of children on any one piece of equipment must be limited to ensure safety and overcrowding.


	There must be adult/staff supervision of all youngsters in the playground at all times (warning sings in place).

Under no circumstances must young people use the Beaumanor playgrounds unsupervised.

*Adult leaders to be made aware of the risk assessment and rules for adventure play areas in Beaumanor.

	Equipment failure/problems
	All participants
	All equipment and surfaces checked daily by an instructor assisted by a member of the grounds maintenance team.

Any equipment or damage will result in that particular /apparatus being closed from use until rectified.

All equipment conforms with BS/EN 1176 (Playground equipment, surfacing and installation).

	Monthly checks undertaken by the Outdoor Education teacher and Senior Instructor – checks recorded and kept on file.

Annual check by the County Council’s own Health and Safety section or nominated consultant.
All equipment installed by the County’s in house approved Contractor.

All defects reported immediately to the Head of Centre for rectification.

	All participants
	Children below the age of 5 must be restricted to a maximum of 1.6m above ground.

No Beaumanor equipment exceeds the 2.5m maximum height.

All equipment 0.6m and above has an impact absorbent surface.

The Bark surface on the KS1 Playground is topped up as necessary.

The Tyre/Pole activity is a managed situation only by our instructional staff.

Equipment sited on grass must be closed off/taped off during October – April inclusive.
	Children below the age of 5 must not use the main Adventure Playground and be restricted to the KS1 Playground.

This forms part of the daily/ monthly checks.
Tyres must not be left out when not in use.

	Equipment should not be used when underfoot conditions are wet, causing hands and feet to slip.

Children aged 8 or over may not use the KS1 Playground.

Both Playgrounds are fenced to enable safe management of groups and to keep wildlife out of the Playground (Foxes and Badgers etc.).

Children’s clothing must be such that it is not loose or bulky and could get caught up in the equipment.

During normal hours there are several points on site to use a telephone to call assistance in the event of an accident.  There is also a call box on site where emergency calls are free.

First Aid – There are several First Aid stations located nearby – for unsupported groups in residence each Cabin has a First Aid Box.

This risk assessment is written in accordance with the Leicestershire County Council Guidelines for outdoor play equipment.


	Adult supervisor must make this assessment.
Adult supervisor to ensure young people are correctly dressed.
Visiting staff who are unsupported may use mobile telephones.  Instructional staff have two-way radio communication.

Unsupported Groups should make provision for First Aid and must have an adequately qualified person in their party.

Beaumanor Instructional staff have First Aid kits or immediate access to a kit.
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
