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BEAUMANOR PARK

Located between Loughborough and
Leicester in the village of Woodhouse. There
are five residential cabins in the grounds
which can accommodate up to 106 in total.
All the cabins benefit from central heating
and most are double glazed.

CABINS 1 AND 2

These are adjacent and each can sleep up
to 16 people in the main dormitory and 2 in
the staff bedroom. Each cabin is suitable
for a single sex group and includes a living /
dining area, a kitchen, toilets and a washing /
showering area. An enclosed porch for storing
outdoor clothing runs along the length of the
cabins.

CABINS 3 AND 4

In these two adjacent cabins the normally
separate kitchens can be opened up to link the
two buildings together internally. An enclosed
porch for storing outdoor clothing runs along
the length of the cabins. Each cabin can sleep
up to 20 people with accommodation for 2
staff in cabin 3 and 4 staff in cabin 4.

THE GAGE CABIN

This cabin is specifically designed for groups
with special needs and can accommodate
up to 24 people depending on their level of
disability. There are 2 main dormitories, each
with its own shower / bathroom and toilet
area and 2 small staff bedrooms each with its
own washroom.

All cabins are fully equipped for self-catering.
Alternatively, during weekdays we can provide
all meals for up to 100 people at a time. The
accommodation is constantly being upgraded
both for visiting staff and groups.

Throughout the summer months there is an
opportunity to camp in the grounds as an
alternative to our cabin accommodation.

ACTIVITIES

Beaumanor Park Outdoor Education Centre
offers many activities and organised events, all
closely related to the requirements of the National
Curriculum. The range of activities includes World
Warll, Victorians, .C.T. Numeracy, Maths Challenge,
Nature, Canoeing, Climbing, Orienteering, Fitness,
Nursery Rhymes and Challenge Days.
