Visitor Risk Assessment
The intention of this document is to highlight any potential hazards to day and residential visitors to Beaumanor Park and explain who is effected and what control measures exist.

Whilst reading the risk assessment the following should also be taken into account:

· A payphone is on site and no charge is made for emergency 999 calls.

· All Beaumanor Park Staff have had First Aid training.

· Beaumanor is an A.A.L.A. approved centre for adventurous activities.

· LORLS staff constantly monitor the site for damage/hazards etc.
· CCTV is in operation in some areas.

· All chemicals/materials are managed in accordance with the COSHH regulations.

· Beaumanor Park is a no smoking zone.

· Beaumanor Hall and Park have a health and safety policy in place.

· There ample toilets on site.

· All Beaumanor staff are checked by the Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) for suitability to work with young people.

	1. Various types of fences and ornamental walling surround the site.

2. The north boundary fence also has an electric fence on the farmer's side; students cannot reach this. (Warning signs in place).

	1. Grounds maintained by in-house workforce.

2. Trees visually inspected regularly and once every two years by a forestry expert.

3. Ornamental garden wall inspected regularly for loose fixings.

4. All grounds, maintenance equipment and materials strictly managed by grounds maintenance supervisor in accordance with his own risk assessments & COSHH regulations. 

5. Please inform your group not to throw stones from the gravel pathways, this is obviously dangerous and the stones also get flicked up by the lawn mowers.

6. Please instruct your young people not to eat/ingest the flora/fauna etc on site.  There are some poisonous plants on site e.g. Yew trees, these are perfectly safe providing they are not consumed.

	7. All footpaths, roadways etc. Inspected regularly for trip hazards/potholes etc.

8. All garden furniture inspected and maintained regularly and replaced as required.



	Adventure Playground, falls, bumps, trips, slips etc.

	1. Area fenced off, groups advised of no unsupervised use. (Adults must be present).

2. Signs re supervision in place at gates.

3. Daily inspection of apparatus by Beaumanor staff.
4. Monthly check of apparatus by Senior Teacher/and or Senior Instructor

5. Annual inspection carried out by Facilities Manager and Health and Safety officer for the CYPS.

6. High level apparatus has impact absorbent safety surface.

7. Advice sheet available for visiting staff.

8. Groups advised against racing each other on the equipment this is not allowed.



	Nursery/Green house Areas

	1. No hazardous materials stored here.

2. Most green houses are polythene covered.

3. All others have safety glass. There is no horticultural glass here.



	Skip Area
	All
	1. Garden waste and household waste deposited here.

2. No harmful waste/chemicals or light tubes permitted. 

3. This is a forbidden area for students.



	Pond Area
	All
	1. Area completely fenced off.

2. Gates locked at all times when not in use.

3. Only groups on themed activities/supervised may have access.

	4. Inner pond area has a secure handrail in place to prevent students from falling in while engaged in activities.

5. A reach poll and bouncy aid are available during activities. 

6. Pond users guide and policy in place.

7. Hands must always be washed after all based activities.

8. Pond maintained as required by ground maintenance team and inspected weekly by Beaumanor staff.

9. Groups are briefed prior to activity commencing. 



	Stream
	All
	1. Groups are made aware of the stream prior to their visit/preliminary visits. Stream dipping May take place in accordance with the stream policy.

2. Hands must always be washed after all based activities.

3. The stream area adjacent to the archways (moat) is fenced off and is out of bounds.



	Camping
	Visitors 
	1. The equipment is monitored throughout the camping season and maintained during closed season.

2. Camping toilets are open 24 hours a day when campers are on site and cleaned daily Monday to Friday.

3. Freezer facilities to store food safely are available and checked for temperature.

4. Lighting is available to the area adjacent to the camp base using reduced voltage equipment.

5. Fire fighting equipment is available to campers. (Sand buckets and extinguishers).

3. Fire alarm system including smoke detectors.

4. Fire sheet with residents' name for roll call purposes.

	1. Recommend children/students do not cook.

2. Food hygiene certificates recommended.

3. Colour coded chopping boards etc.

4. Fridge/freezers.

5. Any student/youngster activity in kitchen including the use of sharp instruments must always be supervised.

6. Instructions for cooker/microwave etc in welcome file.

7. Electrical appliances P.A. tested annually.



	Cabins/accommodation - First Aid
	Cabin occupants
	1. First Aid boxes in cabins.

2. Trained first-aiders must be amongst visiting staff.

3. Accident reporting procedure in place and reporting forms available in First-Aid boxes.

4. All Beaumanor Teachers and Instructors are qualified First Aiders. 

5. All Leicestershire school groups must have the minimum of one First Aider.



	Cabins/accommodation - Security
	Cabin occupants
	1. Windows lockable at night, window opening restrictors fitted.

2. Door lockable at night – crash bar for emergency exit.

3. Escape furniture on doors still works when locked.

4. Main gates locked when premises officer leaves site.
