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Dyslexia booklist - children with dyslexia

Fiction

The books in this list are about all sorts of children and young people from dog-lovers to footballers but there are two things which the characters have in common.  The first is that they all have some difficulties with their reading, such as dyslexia.  The second is that they don’t let this get in the way of their other talents.

Rob Childs – Moving the goalposts
Sam the star goalkeeper has dyslexia.  An appealing comic-book format gives an authentic portrayal of Sam’s literacy difficulties but also shows his original thinking skills, when he designs new goalposts for his school.

Anne Fine – How to write really badly
When Chester Howard starts at his new school Miss Tate sits him next to Joe, the writer from hell. Chester refuses to believe that Joe has learning difficulties and persuades him to change his project from how to write neatly to how to write badly.

Pippa Goodhart – Rescued by a dog called Flow
Oliver isn't doing at all well in school, his parents are worried and the other children tease him. The only joy in Oliver's life is his puppy Flow, who has to be kept a secret from Mum and Dad. However when Oliver and the dog take part in a magnificent rescue on the Fells, attitudes start to change.
Julia Jarman – Ghost Writer
Frankie wants to stay in the school that he likes, and hide the fact a bullying teacher thinks that 'dyslexic' is another name for lazy. Who is the ghost boy who writes on the blackboard and what is his connection with the cupboard at the back?

Tom Palmer – Football Academy:  Reading the game
Ben is at his happiest playing for United and is getting top marks from the coach. But every day at school is a trial for Ben, as he struggles to hide a huge secret from his teachers and classmates. Ben's secret is starting to affect his game - can he swallow his pride and ask for help before he sidelines himself for good?
Rick Riordan – Percy Jackson and the lightning thief

The first book in a series about Percy Jackson, a 12 year old boy who happens to be both dyslexic and the son of a Greek god!

Jacqueline Wilson – The illustrated Mum
Dyslexic Dolphin adores her mother: she's got wonderful clothes, bright hair and vivid tattoos all over her body. She definitely lives a colourful life. Dolphin's older sister, Star, also loves her but is beginning to wonder if staying with a mum whose temper can be as flashy as her body-art is the best thing for the girls.
Henri Winkler – stories of Hank Zipzer 
Hank Zipzer is smart, creative and funny. He wants to do well in school - he really does. He tries not to be lazy and he does his best not to be late.
