A Holiday

= Say when you went on holiday, who you went with and where you were going;
= Add information to say how you travelled there and how long the journey took
and what the journey was like
More information
= Include some information about the weather
= Add details about where you stayed (hotel, caravan, tent, etc)
= Give some specific information about what was good about where you stayed
or what was not so good
Closing comments
= Talk about what you did during the holiday and something that you particularly
enjoyed
= Give some about what else other people might enjoy if they visited this place
= Say whether or not you would like to go back and why
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Introduction:
= Say what your address is and what kind of house you live in
= Include how long you have lived there
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More information:
= Say how many rooms there and say where you spend most of the time
= Describe the garden - lawn, play equipment, flowers, shed, greenhouse etc?

Closing statement:
= Include information about what your house is close to - park, main road, bus stop,

motorway, etc.
= Finish by saying what you like about your house
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Introduction
= Say how many people are in your family and who they are.

More information
= Describe your parents. Include hair colour, eye colour, favourite clothes, etc;
= Say what your parents like to do;
= Add information about any brothers and sisters. Include age, personality, hobbies.

Closing statement
= Say something about what is special about your family (could be things you like to do
together, games you like to play, funny routines or habits)
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Give a brief statement about what the event was, when and where it took place, who was
involved and why it happened.
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Further detail:

Include additional information about the weather (if it is an outdoor activity)

Give detail about something that happened that was particularly interesting or funny
Comment on how people felt about the event (you could include some quotes)

Closing statement:
Summarise the outcome of the event and what will be happening in the future as a result.
