CASE STUDY ONE:  A KEY STAGE ONE/TWO STUDY

Storm

Storm is a seven year old boy who has had a number of difficulties in his life.  He was born prematurely and spent the first six weeks of his life in an incubator.  He has a significant developmental delay and until recently, has continued to follow an Early Years style curriculum.  In the last twelve months, he has started to learn letter sounds and attempts to write them in words and can now count to twenty and add together numbers to ten in play situations.
At the end of Foundation Stage, his scores on the Foundation Stage Profile were very low (all below 3) and he was put onto the school SEN record.

By the end of Year One, he was assessed at P7 in both English and Maths.  By the end of Year Two, he was assessed at P8 in English (Reading and Writing) and L1C in Maths.  
Has Storm made good progress in Key Stage One?

What targets might be set for him to reach by the end of Key Stage Two?

What might you ask the school about the provision made for him?
CASE STUDY TWO :  A KEY STAGE TWO/THREE STUDY
Charelle

Charelle is 11 and is just entering Year Seven in a mainstream high school.

She was identified as having an Autistic Spectrum Disorder at the end of Year Four, following concerns about her behaviour and a lack of progress from aged seven.

When Charelle was in Year Two (end of Key Stage One), she was assessed at level 1C in English (Reading and writing) and level 2b in Maths.  By the end of Year Four, she had made no progress in English; although she was a very good reader she was reluctant to do any writing.  She had made progress in Maths, and had progressed to level 3b.

Following the identification of ASD, the teachers were helped to give Charelle greater structure for her writing and her behaviour.  Her self-esteem improved and Charelle began to make more progress.

By the end of Year Six, Charelle was assessed as level 3 in English (a good level 3 in reading and a low level 3 in writing) and achieved a high level 4 in Maths.
Did she make good progress in Key Stage Two?

What targets might the school set for her to reach by the end of Year Nine?

What questions would you ask the school about the provision made for her?

CASE STUDY THREE :  A KEY STAGE THREE/FOUR STUDY
Rajpreet 
Rajpreet is a fourteen year old boy who is at the beginning of Year Ten.

He has had significant difficulties in learning, due to his disabilities.  Although he began his school career in a unit in mainstream, he transferred to a Special School when he was 11 years old as it had become clear that he needed specialist tuition across the curriculum. 

When he entered Special School, he was assessed at P8 in English,  P7 in Mathematics and P7 in Science.  

When assessed at the end of Year Nine, Rajpreet had progressed to L1a in English, L1b in Mathematics and L1a in Science (an average points score of 10.3)
Did he make good progress in Key Stage Three?

What might you ask the school about qualifications at Key Stage Four?
