Head teacher at Sherrier C of E School, Lindsay Beckett, said: “We look forward to the Christmas lunch every year, and this year is no exception. The staff and children all sit round the dinner table and enjoy the festive cheer. SFSS have provided us with delicious school meals throughout the year, we’re sure that the Christmas lunch won’t disappoint.” 
Wendy Philp, from Leicestershire’s County Council’s SFSS, said: “We’ve decided to replace the sprouts with roasted parsnips this year and have had a great response back. We really hope that Lutterworth Sherrier welcome the change.”
42,000 lunches have been confirmed this year, breaking last year’s record of 38,000.
To accompany the turkey, also on the menu is sage and onion stuffing, pigs in blankets, carrot batons, minted peas, roasted parsnips and a choice of creamy mashed potatoes or oven roasted potatoes, all served with gravy. 

The vegetarian option is a festive cheesy courgette bake, something warming and healthy for the non meat eaters.  

For dessert, there will be seasonal plum pudding served with custard or mandarin jelly and cream.
Wendy added: “We’re really proud of the seasonal menu and delighted with the numbers we’ve had confirmed. It’s difficult to say if it’s the absence of the sprouts have had any effect, although I’m sure there were a few sighs of relief across schools in Leicestershire!”
