for the School Food Support Service. These dishes will be introduced across 243 Leicestershire schools in October.

Also present at the conference was Eblex – the English Beef and Lamb Executive and Redbridge which will be providing vegetables to schools. A dietician was also on hand to discuss nutritional standards and how they are helping to improve the diet of children across Leicestershire.
This is all part of the School Food Support Services target of reaching a 48% uptake for school meals across the county.
