1 has been permanently excluded from mainstream provision and is now attending alternative provision (Talent for Life) where he will not be able to complete 5 GCSE’s.

17 young people have over a 50% chance of gaining 5 A – G
Our present target for Children in Care achieving 5 A to C’s is 20%
