The strategy is written in three age related sections. The headlines behind each are as follows, which are split, for ease of reference, between specific health developments and developments that will impact on the Local Authority:
Health

Pregnancy and Early Years

· Review of commissioning and delivery of the Healthy Child Programme

· Measures to enhance antenatal care and post natal care support including for fathers
· Antenatal Education and Preparation for Parenthood Programme

· Development of the Personal Child Health Record

· Expansion of the Family Nurse Partnership and early intervention for vulnerable parents.

· E-learning programme for frontline health professionals

· Provision of accessible and comprehensive information for parents/carers

School Age children
· Strengthening PSHE-  proposed statutory implementation subject to public consultation
· Increasing physical activity –PE and Sports strategy to focus on contributing to children and young people’s overall health and fitness
· Exploring how to deliver every teenager having access to appropriate professionals to discuss health issues

· Piloting online parent-held record for children over 5 years 

· Roll out of NHS Teen Lifecheck (confidential online tool that raises awareness of risk taking behaviour)

Young People

· Ensure that health services are young people friendly
· Develop a healthy FE programme-extending the principles of National Healthy schools Programme 

· Investment to support PCT’s and FE’s improve information and advice on contraception

· Work with National Children’s Bureau to develop health resource packs for schools (Extended Schools and Healthy School programme)

· Further actions to tackle obesity and smoking 
· Tackling obesity using Change4life campaign

· Develop Multisystemic therapy (MST) programme for child abuse and neglect
· Outline further actions to tackle smoking amongst young people
· Develop a health and social care strategy for children and young people in contact with Criminal Justice System
Children with acute or additional health needs

· Funding available in NHS over 3 years for palliative care and end of life services, short breaks, community equipment and wheelchair services

· Plans to test and expand new approaches to the provision of services

· All children with complex health needs to have individual care plans by 2010
· National core offer of services for disabled children and their families
· Personalisation agenda - better integration of services

· Joint commissioning framework for children’s health services to be published e.g. better speech and language services

· Develop commissioning models for children’s equipment

· Funding Autism Education Trust to support LA’s and PCT’s to improve commissioning of services
System level Transformation

· Promote joint leadership and strengthen local accountability arrangements for children’s health 

· Putting Children’s Trust Boards on a statutory footing

· CYPP to be owned by Children’s Trust Board

· Promote action to ensure that organisations with responsibility for child health and wellbeing are fulfilling their statutory obligations safeguarding children

· Improve engagement of GP’s with Children’s Trust 

· Production a high level commissioning guide
Local Authority

Pregnancy and Early Years

· LA’s will be required (via legislation) to ensure sufficient provision of Children Centres and provision of early childhood services are provided there
· Strengthen health promotion role of Children’s Centres (CC)

· Every CC access to named health visitor with clear responsibilities

· Further measures to promote Baby Friendly initiatives and strengthen focus on breastfeeding in CC’s and primary care settings

· Extension of successful health based programmes delivered through CC’s including smoking cessation programmes for parents

School Age Children

· Further develop schools’ roles in promoting health and well being

· Development of the Healthy Child Programme (this programme will coincide with the new Ofsted inspection framework which will incorporate the new wellbeing indicators)

· Initiate pilots testing health and educational outcomes relating to free school meals. This will include extending eligibility for free school meals to wider group of low income families
· Consideration of changes to the law to allow LA’s and schools the opportunity to develop different approaches to offering subsidised meals. 

· Increased physical activity via PE in schools

· Guidance reissued regarding LAC having their health assessments and health plans. This will place guidance on statutory footing for both LA’s and health
· LA’s will be expected to use the strengths and difficulties questionnaires (SDQ’s) to inform priorities in commissioning services for children in care
· Extension of the pilot programme multi dimensional treatment foster care (MTFC): LA’s to consider how aspects of this model could benefit wider groups of foster carers
Young People

· Extend principles of Healthy Schools programme into FE sector
· Development a health resource pack for schools as part of extended schools and Healthy Schools programme
· Support for LA’s in Think Family approach

Children with acute or additional health needs
· Updating and re-issuing guidance on managing medicines in schools, including guidance relating to children and young people with complex health needs.
