	Ofsted Outcomes in Leicestershire 2008-9

	
	

	
	Tony Mulhearn presented a paper on the outcomes of Ofsted inspections in Leicestershire schools and settings for the year 2008-9.  He explained that a paper on examination outcomes would come to the Executive after it had been presented to the Children and Young People’s Service Overview and Scrutiny Committee. 
In response to questions Tony explained that a considerable amount of work had been done to brief schools on the impact of the new Safeguarding requirements, whereby a failing in the Safeguarding category would result in being placed in a category, regardless of performance in all other areas.  This would have an impact on a school’s reputation and result in a heavier inspection burden.  CYPS had briefed head teachers extensively; offered training sessions and online training; supplied crib sheets; and feedback had been presented by head teachers who had already undergone the new inspection regime.  It was noted that CYPS did not have the resources to carry out pre-inspections before Ofsted went into schools.

	Accelerating Leicestershire’s Teenage Pregnancy Strategy 

	
	

	
	Tony Mulhearn presented a report outlining the National Teenage Pregnancy Strategy and Leicestershire’s progress against the national targets, including a summary of actions taken by the Teenage Pregnancy Partnership to address the increasing trend in the under 18 conception rate.  It was noted that the latest quarter’s figures had emerged since the report was prepared and the trend had continued to worsen.
There was evidence of good partnership work in this area and GOEM’s Teenage Pregnancy Adviser had been involved in meetings with Tony Mulhearn, Katie Phillips (Teenage Pregnancy Planning Officer) and Peter Marks (Director of Public Health).
The following points were made in discussion:

· The target to reduce teenage conception rates was a priority within the Children and Young People’s Plan and the LAA and for the PCT.  It was reported directly to central government.

· CYPS had no further funds to put into this target; however, there were LAA funds that could be bid for.  It was noted that the current round was not underway yet, so there was time to draw up and submit a bid.

· The strategies being followed would be reviewed to establish which appeared to making a difference and which did not.  Further targeting of work was being looked at.
· There would be a members’ Review Panel taking place over the winter looking at Sex and Relationships Education and its impact on teenage pregnancy.  This would help raise the profile of the issues.
