Two lead officers had been identified to make progress on this work – Tracey Francis of Sport England and Brigid Joyce of Leicestershire County Council.  The Olympic Legacy and the new PSA target to provide all children and young people with 5 hours of sport and physical activity per week needed to go hand in hand and consideration also should be given to joining up the ‘Regional 2012 Action Plan  - Children Young People and the ‘Children’s Plan for Sport (across the upper tier authorities).

· A matter arising from the previous meeting about the Early Outcomes Duty concerned NEET boys and the correlation with summer births; Connexions presented some data which showed that overall only 3.6% of summer born males in the county are NEET – the lowest of all the seasons.  The most likely to be NEET are Spring born.  The Group agreed to look at this data year on year to see if there are patterns or anomalies;
· The NEF Pathfinder will no longer be a work strand for the Group as it has now been mainstreamed, although reports on NEF will continue to be made to the Group as appropriate;

· The Childcare Sufficiency Assessment work strand presentation did not take place and would be reported to the Group via e-mail;
