· Contacted Oldham MBC to find out about their delivery of the Teenage Pregnancy Strategy which has led to a reduction in rates of 38.3%.


	Impact

· Ensuring young people are signposted to where they can access information and support on summer activities and sexual health support during the summer holidays (a peak conception time).
· An opportunity to raise teenage pregnancy as a priority for FE and ensure appropriate representation from all colleges at the TP FE Network.
· Working towards a point where we can better predict and monitor local progress to the Teenage Pregnancy targets.
· Recognition that what we have in place is common with a Local Authority who are flagged ‘green’ (Oldham). An opportunity to reflect on what we could develop or do differently to improve performance.
· Quarter 1 conception data for 2009 showed the lowest first quarter in Leicestershire since 2003.
