Youth Crime Action Plan
Introduction

1. The purpose of this report is to provide the Executive with an update on progress on meeting the requirements of the Youth Crime Action Plan (YCAP).
2. The YCAP, a cross-government plan to tackle youth crime, was launched in July 2008 and was followed by the publication of The Youth Crime Action Plan: One Year On in July 2009.  Children’s Trusts have a key role in helping deliver the YCAP, as outlined in the Children’s Trust statutory guidance.  The Children and Young People’s Board received a report on the new Children’s Trust responsibilities in relation to the Youth Crime Action Plan on 8th October 2009.  A report was then presented to the Executive on 18th December 2009 outlining Leicestershire’s progress in relation to the YCAP and providing suggestions for further work that needed to be developed.  The Head of YOS and the Head of Locality Social Work Services were tasked with progressing certain elements of this work and reporting back to the Executive and these developments are included in the report.
Decisions needed by CYP Executive
3. The report updates the Executive on the arrangements to meet the requirements of the Youth Crime Action Plan.  The Executive is asked to note the developments. 
Equalities issues/implications

4. There is a national over-representation of Black young people in custody, so it is important that the impact on this group of young people in particular is taken into account in the planning process.  There is also a need to take account of the specific needs of girls in relation to custody.  
Safeguarding issues/implications
5. Those most at risk of re-offending and at risk of custody often have needs relating to keeping safe and are also the group of offenders most likely to present a risk to others, including other children and young people.
