Children & Young People’s Plan Performance, 

Report for year 2 – as at 31st March 2010
1. Aim

This report introduces the 2009/10 performance report for the Children & Young People’s Plan (2008-2011) performance framework.
2. The Executive is asked to:

a) Note the performance report
b) Agree to the indicator included in the report which can no longer be measured being deleted from the framework

c) Progress target setting for the indicators which do not yet have targets, or targets need resetting, for the end of the plan (2011) 
d) Note those indicators which are red and undertake any further action as required.

e) Note that the information in this report and any relevant information from discussions will be forwarded to the Board and add any comments they would wish to see in this report.
3. Background
The Children & Young People’s Plan was published in April 2008 for the period 2008 – 2011.  As part of that plan a performance framework was created to act as a monitoring tool for progress on the plan.  The performance framework included all LAA indicators and as many other relevant indicators which could be linked to activities or text in the plan.  Most of the national indicator set is included in this framework.
The resultant framework appears as Appendix 1 to this report.

4.  Performance commentary

In Appendix 1, the performance framework has been annotated to include the latest results available at the end of the second year point ( 31st March 2010). Where targets and recent data exist, the results in the far right hand column have been colour coded green (on target for the 3 year target), amber (a possible concern for achievement of the 3 year target) or red (it is considered unlikely that the target will be met or deteriorating performance).

In general performance continues to be pleasing (as indicated by the number of green boxes). However, the number of areas of concern has increased.
4.1 Areas of concern 

In the last report (Sept 2009) the following areas were highlighted as areas of concern as they were showing red:
· Reduction in the rate of teenage conceptions 
· Increase proportion of children and young people receiving treatment for drug/alcohol misuse

· Core assessments for children’s social care carried out within 35 working days

· Progression by 2 levels in English between Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2

· Young people from low income backgrounds progressing to higher education.
In this report the following indicators are red:

· % children overweight / obese in year 6
· Reduction in the rate of teenage conceptions 
· Prevalence of Chlamydia in 15-24 year olds
· Timeliness of placements of CiC for adoption following an agency decision that the child should be placed for adoption % placed within 12 months of decision
· Offending by young people in care

· Participation of 17 year olds in education or training

· Young people from low income backgrounds progressing to higher education
· Increase numbers of young people taking up Apprenticeships.
Although some indicators are now no longer red there is an overall increase of the number of red indicators since the September half year report.
5.  Other issues with the performance framework
5.1 Target setting
A small number of indicators still require targets to be set.  For nearly all of these the baseline has only just been established in March 2010.
Some indicators have for the first time now got information against them and these are highlighted in blue showing the absence of targets.  Targets now need to be set for these indicators to enable performance monitoring for the rest of the plan duration.
5.2 TellUs Survey
Four national indicators are taken from the annual TellUs survey:
· Emotional health of children and young people

· Substance misuse by young people

· Young people who have experience bullying

· Young people’s participation in positive activities
Two significant issues with the TellUs survey are:

i. The method of calculating the results for the TellUs survey has been changed, meaning our baselines and targets need to be amended. Guidance is awaited from GOEM regarding this matter.
ii. The returns are from a very small number of schools and cannot, therefore, be considered representative.
Consequently, all the TellUs survey results are graded as amber, even though one shows very positive performance.
5.3 Indicators which are proposed for deletion
It is proposed to remove one indicator from the original set as it is not proving to be a useful measure, namely “Increase the proportion of children and young people receiving treatment for drug/alcohol misuse”.  The Board received a report about this indicator in April explaining that the measure did not pick up the very large increase in those receiving treatment and so gave a false picture of the situation. It is, therefore, proposed to delete this indicator.
5.4 Key Stage 2
Proposed industrial action is likely to mean that it will not be possible to gather any data for any indicators relating to Key Stage 2 in 2010/11.
6. Resources implications

The performance framework as it stands is the basis for monitoring until the end of the current Children and Young People’s Plan and, potentially, beyond. Whilst the resource requirement to undertake this work is not high, the engagement of all partners in this process is essential.

7. Equalities Implications
Several of these indicators cover areas where we need to note differing results for different groups.  Many of the headline indicators if analysed in more detail would need differentials in results for different groups to be considered.  This report can only provide a headline of equality issues.
