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Further work on this Needs Analysis was suspended in summer 2010 when it became clear that the statutory requirement for Needs Analysis was being removed. This  draft is being circulated for information.
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Introduction

This is the third version of the Needs Analysis of Children and Young People in Leicestershire.  

The two previous versions were 2007 and Spring 2008 respectively.  References and data sources older than 2006 have been removed from this version but may still be reviewed in the previous documents.  The data gathering for this version of the Needs Analysis took place between October 2009 and April 2010.  Where data could not be updated (bi-annual census for example) the previous data (and supporting statements) has been used. Where appropriate, data has been updated and its source has been identified.

A further aim of this document is to facilitate easier reference by separating relevant tables and diagrams from text.  Such tables and diagrams are now located in the Appendix.

What about direct engagement of young people?

The draft Needs Analysis will be presented to the CYCLe group (Leicestershire Youth Council) for comment to start the process of gathering direct feedback from young people. The process of gaining more direct input into this and future needs analyses will be ongoing.

The next steps

This Needs Analysis focuses on universal services and universal needs.  There is some reference to the specific needs of certain groups and some identification of vulnerable groups, but it is deliberately general.  A specific needs analysis focusing on children and young people from ethnic minorities was published in Spring 2008.

The Children and Young Person’s Board has agreed that this Needs Analysis will be updated every three years to inform prioritisation in the CYPP.

The Structure of the document

Part one of the analysis details need by outcome as defined in “Every Child Matters”. It is not possible, of course, to group needs entirely, so there are some overlaps. Within each of the five outcomes, there are also common threads of need, particularly about access to services.

Within each outcome, there is a sub category formed by grouping related inputs together. The sub categories are not in order of priority.

Total 0-15 year old Population Mid-Year Estimates

The proportion of Leicestershire children and young people under 16 remains approximately in line with the national proportion at just under 19%. However, one district (Charnwood) has a smaller proportion (17%).

The overall number of children and young people has remained much the same since the 2001 census. However, this masks changes in different age groups and areas of the County. For example, there has been a significant fall in numbers of 5-10s in most, but not all, areas but the number of 16-17 year olds has increased.

The 2008 Needs Analysis for Children from Black & Minority Ethnic Needs showed a greater proportion of pupils in Leicestershire (12.4%) to be from an ethnic minority. 

· The highest BME proportions are in Loughborough and Oadby

· Most of the Asian British Indian population is in Oadby, Thurmaston and Fosse Ward

· The Pakistani population is largely in either Oadby or the Ambien ward in Hinckley and Bosworth

· The Bangaldeshi population is concentrated in North East Loughborough.

· Other ethnic groups are more widely spread across the County.

· Since summer 2006 there has been an increase in European nationals arriving in Leicestershire from EU accession countries
, with a significant proportion being Polish. However, arrivals have reduced over the last two yaers and there is some suggestion that many have returned.
Overall, the picture is one of increasing ethnic diversity in Leicestershire.

Religion

At the time of writing the Needs Analysis in 2008, statistics for the religious / cultural breakdown of the children and young people’s population in Leicestershire were not known. The numbers declaring a religion currently do not allow significant analysis.

School held data (SIMS) records some pupils’ religious affiliation but it is not compulsory for parents to inform schools as part of the registration process and the information held in the County Councils Education system cannot be considered reflective of the pupil population as a whole.

However, some indication of religion can be taken from the Data Collection Form (completed by parents) collected annually by schools:  
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Population Summary

· The number of 5-10 year olds has significantly reduced since 2001
· Ethnic diversity in Leicestershire is increasing, and is more increasingly diverse within children and young people than with population as a whole.

Be Healthy

Overall, children and young people in Leicestershire are healthier and safer than national averages. Between 1993 and 2006 mortality rates amongst children and young people (aged under15) have steadily reduced, in line with East Midlands and National trends (JSNA 2009)

Health inequalities and the gap in premature mortality between the most and least deprived is widening
.

· Health inequalities continue as a symptom of underlying socio-economic inequalities 

· Premature mortality rates for cardiovascular disease, cancer and respiratory disease account for most of the inequalities in life expectancy between the most and least deprived

· Poor access to high quality health care remains an issue for socially disadvantaged groups

· Nationally BME groups can be more vulnerable to physical health issues – travellers have the highest infant mortality rates nationally, babies born to mothers who were born in Pakistan have double the infant mortality rates of their white counterparts. Sickle cell anaemia is more prevalent in some ethnic groups.

· Links between diet and behaviour, concentration and performance at school.  Supported by national research and positive local reports by head teachers in relation to changes to school food in recent years

For each of the four areas identified as priority areas for children and young people (i.e. mental health, substance misuse, obesity and teenage pregnancy) there is a strong link between deprivation and prevalence for each issue. There is therefore a need to consider ways of targeting resources to further support young people in deprived areas such as Northwest Leicestershire / Charnwood / Melton / and Hinckley & Bosworth, whilst ensuring that young people in other areas also have good access to services.

Access

For rural areas geographical access to services can be difficult. The 2009 Joint Strategic Needs Analysis (JSNA)
 shows that across Leicestershire County and Rutland there are:

· 673,300 registered patients

· 84 GP practices

· 93 dental practices

· 88 opticians

· 124 pharmacies

The JSNA shows that most patients have to travel less than 2.5 miles to a GP practice, though a small number might have to travel more than 7.5 miles.

Physical Health

The 2009 JSNA shows that:

· Harborough has the greatest life expectancy (79.8 years)

· North West Leicestershire has the lowest life expectancy (77.3 years)

· The life expectancy for women living in Hinckley and Bosworth and North West Leicestershire is below the national average.

· Those living in all other areas of NHS Leicestershire County and Rutland have above national average life expectancy.

· At the end of 2009 42.45% of babies were being breastfed at 6 to 8 weeks old compared to 21.5% in 2006/7.
 Research shows that breastfeeding is positively associated with good infabnt child relationships, good mental and physical health.
· Vaccination rates for Measles Mumps and Rubella (MMR) were just under 90% by the end of 2009, an increase of nearly 5% since 2006.

· The Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) immunisation rates in 2009/10 were = 92%, (Dose 1) 87% (Dose 2)

· 76% of schools were achieving 2 hours of sport a week in 2008/9, although results show that this percentage reduces significantly at key stage 4 (years 10 & 11)
. The 2009/10 Pupil Attitude Survey shows that 95% pupils year 2 year 6 exercise in school at least twice a week, this falls to 91% for year 7 – year 13 pupils.
· 488,299 children and young people have participated in the the Department of Culture, Media and Sport’s free-swimming programme. Supported by the Amatuer Swimming Association (ASA), the results show increased swimming attendances across Leicestershire, leading to increased physical activity. This scheme is now due to end in summer 2010.
· Last year the uptake of school meals increased by 7%: a daily average of 1,676 meals per day. The figures for September 2009 in comparison to September 2008 show an increase of 9.4%.
· In 2008/9 49.6% of Leicestershire County and Rutland PCT patients (all ages) attended an NHS dentist.  This is exactly the same as the national average and although attendance has declined 2.5% between 2006 and 2009
.

Obesity

Childhood obesity is known to lead to significant adult health problems. In Leicestershire 8.84% (572) of children were identified in 2009 as being obese in reception year and 15.94% (1,189) in Year 6. Although this is a lower proportion than nationally (9.6% and 18.3% respectively) it still indicates a slight local increase in obesity rates (0.47% increase at Reception, and 1.09% increase at Year 6).

· By 2050, it is predicted that 25% of under 20 year olds will be obese
.
· By 2050, it is predicted that 70% of girls could be overweight or obese, with only 30% in the healthy Body Mass Index (BMI) range. For boys, it is predicted that approximately 55% could be overweight or obese, with around 45% in the healthy BMI range.

However, some areas have shown a reduction in obesity:

· 94%-95% of pupils say they know about healthy eating

· 285 (99%) Leicestershire schools are participating in the Healthy Schools Programme, 232 Leicestershire schools (81%) have achieved national healthy school status. One result of this is schools developing whole school food policies which include healthy snack/ fruit only snack policies at break time.

· The national evaluation of the Schools’ Fruit and Vegetable Scheme (2007) has demonstrated that the intake of fruit and vegetables has increased by at least 1 portion a day since the introduction of free fruit at Key Stage 1. This has also led to healthier eating habits so that more children at Key Stage 2 are continuing to eat fruit (from home) at playtime.

· Leicestershire has started the first phase of moving schools on to the new healthy schools enhancement model
 with 56 schools within this phase.

Sexual Health - Teenage Pregnancy

Early parenthood is known to lead to poorer health and education outcomes for teenage mothers and their children.
· Leicestershire’s under-18 conception rate (33.1) is lower than the rate in the East Midlands (39.6) and in England (40.4). Since the 1998 baseline year, under-18 conceptions have reduced by -12.9% in Leicestershire. Nationally, there has been a decrease of 13.3% (2009 Office of National Statistics) 

Whilst the overall reduction in the under 18 conception rate since the baseline is welcomed Leicestershire’s reduction is lower than that seen nationally. On current performance, the local 2010 target of a reduction to a rate of 20.9 is unlikely to be met.

· The 2008 figures showed a further increase in under 18’s terminations from 56% of all under 18 conceptions in 2007 to 57% in 2008. Whilst this increase is in line with increase seen nationally (from 42% in 1998 to 50% in 2008) it indicates that young people are continuing to take risks and are in larger numbers, not accessing immediate support and medical attention.
· Leicestershire’s teenage pregnancy “hotspot” ward map has changed significantly over time. There is:

· An increase in hotspot wards with significant rates or numbers of conceptions.

· More hotspots appearing around the City boundaries e.g. South Wigston and Saxondale.

· The appearance of hotspots wards where a range of factors are clearly coming in to play i.e. some rural wards where deprivation is clearly less of a significant factor e.g. Newbold Verdon with Desford and Peckleton.

Nine priority wards requiring targeted action have been identified as being:
South Wigston, Saxondale, Newbold Verdon with Desford and Peckleton, Hinckley Castle, Wigston All Saints, Hinckley Trinity, Loughborough Storer, Burbage St Catherine’s and Lash Hill, Blaby South
· 38% of teenage mothers are in education and employment or training is (May. 2010), this is higher than the national rate of 29%.

Smoking

Smoking is one of the most significant contributing factors to reduced life expectancy and increased ill health, particularly cancer, coronary heart disease and respiratory disease.

The 2009 JSNA states:

· Overall smoking estimates for 2006 place smoking prevalence for England at 25%. This is 1 in 4 of the adult population. It is suggested
 that 9% of 11-15 year olds smoke in Leicestershire.
· The 2009 JSNA estimates that there are 120,100 smokers in Leicestershire County and Rutland. Overall prevalence is lower in Leicestershire County and Rutland than it is in England at 21.9% compared with 26.9%.

· Smoking amongst young people is decreasing in line with adult smoking. In England, the percentage of regular smokers aged 11-15 fell from 10% in 2004 to 6% in 2007. 8% of girls smoke compared to 5% of boys.

Substance misuse 

There is, currently, no reliable local information regarding the general prevalence of substance misuse in Leicestershire’s children and young people
. However, responses to the Leicestershire 2009/10 Pupil Attitude Survey show:

· 95% pupils (years 2 to 6) said that they knew that smoking or taking drugs is bad

· 97% of students (years 7 to 13) said that they were aware of the dangers of smoking, drugs and substance misuse

· 93% pupils (years 2 to 6) and 96% of students (years 7 to 13) said that they understand the danger of taking too much alcohol
· The Youth Offending Service assessed that 29% of young offenders have significant Substance misuse problems (2008/09)
.
The 2009 JSNA states:

· Alcohol consumption rates for girls (aged 11-15) are continuing to rise nationally, whilst consumption rates for boys has stabilised. In most areas of Leicestershire girls (aged 11-15) have a higher alcohol consumption rate than boys.

· 18% of Leicestershire pupils in year eight and 10 reported using drugs, which is slightly higher than the national average of 16%.
· In 2006, 14% of ‘vulnerable young people’ in Leicestershire had either significant or critical issues in relation to substance misuse, with the highest rates being reported in Coalville and Hinckley.

Nationally, 72% of males under the age of 18 report consuming more than 8 units of alcohol in a typical drinking episode and 41% of females aged under 18 reported consuming more than 6 units of alcohol in a typical drinking episode. (Department of Health advice is that women should drink no more than 14 units of alcohol per week and no more than three units in any one day; for men it is 21 units and four units a day – there is no published data indicating what might be safe alcohol units per week for under 18s)

17% of all non-domestic crime committed by women whilst under the influence of alcohol is carried out by 11-17 year olds whereas the equivalent for 11-17 males is only 10%. 12% of all domestic offences committed by females under the influence of drink is carried out by 11-17 year olds, whereas for young males in this age bracket it is 4%

Data, provided by the National Drug Treatment Monitoring System (NDTMS) for 2009/10 shows that presentations to young people's treatment services in Leicestershire were:

Many young people will present with difficulties with both cannabis and alcohol related issues. Recent presentations have included problems with the new 'legal highs’, particularly mephedrone (making up the largest part of the 12.7% “Other” category above.

Whilst there has been a 94% increase in the number of young people in specialist drug treatment over the last year the most clearly expressed need by young people during recent consultation undertaken by Connexions Leicestershire, is for advice information and guidance on substance misuse provided in non-specialist settings. A programme to enhance the confidence and competence of staff within universal and targeted children and young people's services in identifying and responding to substance related need, together with improved data collection mechanisms relating to this activity, will provide useful indicators of patterns of substance misuse by young people across the County in the future.

· The proportion of Leicestershire children in care identified as having a substance misuse problem has decreased from 10.8% (in year to Sept 2008) to 9.1% (in year Sept to 2009)

· The numbers of young people in Treatment in Leicestershire has increased year on year from 125 in Feb 2009 to 181 in Mar 2010. However, this should not be seen as an indicator of increasing substance misuse but an improvement in ensuring people get help when they need it.

Prevalence young people receiving substance misuse treatment
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Disability & Special Educational Need

This is a wide ranging issue and definitive figures are difficult to come by. However:

· Cabinet office (2005) suggests that 7% of all children in the UK are disabled.

· Mooney (2008), quoted by ‘Together for Children’, estimated that the number of disabled children in England is between 3% and 5.4% with prevalence higher amongst boys and lower amongst children under 5. 1.2% are said to be seriously disabled.

· Proportions for children and young people will be lower than for the general population because the majority of disabilities are acquired.

· In the 2001 census 4.4% of children aged 0-15 nationally were identified as having a long-term illness. For Leicestershire the figure was 3.2% – based on current population estimates this would approximate to 4,300 children in Leicestershire.

· The 2009 JSNA identifies that young people with learning disabilities often find the transition into adulthood very stressful and difficult. The need for continuity of support and care for the young person and their parents, families and carers is essential as well as their need for moving into education, training, and employment opportunities.

· The proportion of pupils in special schools has increased by 0.1% every two years since 2003.

· There has been an increase in the number of requests for adaptations in the home.

· Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD)

· The diagnosis of children with Autism Spectrum Disorder has increased ten-fold in the last 10 years
. Consequently, the number of people with Autism Spectrum Disorder requiring adult care and support services continues to rise considerably, as do expectations for services that meet these particular, individual needs. One consequence is a significant increase in specialist units and classes for children and young people with autism over the past 8 years.

· In Leicestershire in 2008 there were 4,048 people (of all ages) estimated to have an Autistic Spectrum Conditions of which proportionally 738 should fall between 0-15 years of age. In 2008, 103 people (of all ages) with a learning disability and an Autistic Spectrum Condition were being supported by health and social care services.

· In 2006-2007 Autistic Spectrum cases accounted for 25% of all Tribunal appeals with Behavioural, Emotional and Social Difficulties totalling about 20%.  In 2006-2007 Leicestershire had 74 appeals which represents 7.80% of the ASD population, compared to 37 the previous year and shows an increase in tribunal cases by 100% exactly. (Compare this to 16 overall in Derbyshire, 30 in Nottinghamshire, 25 in Northamptonshire and 65 in Lincolnshire in 2006-2007) 
.

· The total number of people (of all ages) with a learning disability in Leicestershire is predicted to increase by 8.3% between 2008-2025
. However it is expected this prediction is weighted towards an increasingly ageing population and acquired disabilities associated therewith.

Mental Health

National

The Office for National Statistics (ONS)
 reports that one in ten children and young people aged 5-16 had a clinically diagnosed mental disorder

· 4% had an emotional disorder (anxiety or depression)

· 6% had a 'conduct disorder' (a complex group of behavioural and emotional problems characterised by difficulties behaving in socially acceptable ways normally expected of their peer group. Conduct disorders are often associated with 'oppositional defiance disorder' [ODD], which is seen as a precursor to more difficult behaviours in adolescence. Professionals report that this group is growing).

· 2% had a hyperkinetic disorder (such as attention deficit hyperactivity disorder)

· 1% had a less common disorder, such as autism, eating disorder or mutism

· About 2% were found to have more than one type of disorder

A study by the Office of National Statistics (2004) suggested that a slightly higher proportion of black children (12%) than white children (10%) have mental health problems. Among Asian children, 8% of Pakistani and Bangladeshi children and 4% of Indian children have mental health problems.
Nationally, 30% of schools rated local services in meeting the mental health needs of young people as poor (in lowest 5 rated questions 2008 survey)

Leicestershire

The 2009 JSNA states that:

· Across Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland, two in every 1,000 people under 20 years old are registered with Mental Health Services. Registration rates are on average three times higher for females.
· Children in care are much more likely to suffer from mental health problems.

The Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland Child and Adolescent Mental Health Strategy 2008-2011 (CAMHS Strategy) estimates that 8,800 children aged 5-16 in Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland have a recognised mental illness.

This data indicates that more boys than girls have issues with their mental health. This is in contrast with 1999 survey information that more girls than boys were registered with mental health services.

The 2008-11 CAMHS Strategy also states that there has been an increased demand for CAMHS over recent years, due to growth in incidence of mental health problems such as depression, self-harm, delinquency and substance misuse.

NHS Leicestershire County and Rutland (NHS LCR) CAMHS predicted in 2008-09 Q1, Q2 and Q3 (at the time of the report
) it had planned for activity of 6,061 episodes, with the actual number of appointments which have been delivered standing at 6,798.

· 93% of year 2 to 6 in the Pupil and Student Attitude Survey 2009/10, and 81% Respondents year 7 to 13 said they knew an adult at school who they could talk to if they were worried or had a problem

Schools continue to report that mental health needs raises the most concerns. Issues identified are:

· Lack of access to services

· The time taken to access services.

· The increasing number of cases

There is little perceived improvement in any of these issues despite it being a priority issue and explicitly link it to the increase in fixed term exclusions described below. Specifically, schools believe that there is a need for a tier of support for children and families at an early intervention stage as young people don’t seem to get support until problems have increased.
Self harm
The Royal College of Psychiatry (2007) suggest that:

· about 10% of young people will self-harm at some stage

· self-harm is more common in women than men

· Gay and bisexual people seem to be more likely to self-harm. 
· Sometimes groups of young people self-harm together – having a friend who self-harms may increase your chances of doing it as well. 
· Self-harm is more common in some sub-cultures – "goths" seem to be particularly vulnerable. 
· People who self-harm are more likely to have experienced physical, emotional or sexual abuse during childhood.
· About 3 in 100 people who self-harm over 15 years will actually kill themselves. This is more than 50 times the rate for people who don't self-harm. The risk increases with age and is much greater for men.
· Self harm rates recorded across Leicestershire, Leicester City & Rutland (LLR) are 3 times higher in girls than boys
· Specialist CAMHS services receive approximately 275 self-harm service requests a year
· Across all age groups Leicestershire County and Rutland PCT has the lowest incidence of mortality through suicide in the region with local rates being highest in Charnwood and North West Leicestershire.
· Feedback from NHS teams suggests that self-harm is a significant concern for school nursing teams and others working with young people in the county

Be Healthy Summary
Specific needs identified:

· There is a strong link between deprivation and key priority areas (mental health, substance misuse, obesity and teenage pregnancy).
· Levels of obesity are increasing.

· The rate of reduction in under 18 conceptions is lower than that achieved nationally and there has been an increase in terminations.
· Alcohol consumption rates appear to be increasing for girls.
· Over the last 10 years there has been a ten fold increase in diagnosis of children with Autistic Spectrum Disorder.
· Increasing demand for mental health services.
Stay Safe

Accidents

Accidents resulting in hospital episodes are statistically fewer for Leicestershire 0-4 year olds than the national and East Midlands average. However, the number of admissions of 5-14 year olds are in line with both the national and the East Midlands average.
  
Children Killed and Injured on Roads
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· There was one child death recorded in 2008 and no deaths in 2007 and 2009 respectively. This is encouraging as the 2007 Needs Analysis identified a possible trend towards increasing accidents.
· From 2000 to 2009 the overall casualty figures have reduced from 289 accidents (2000) to 186 (2009) – an overall reduction of 36% in 10 years.
· From 2000 to 2009 the overall ‘school pupil’ (child on way to or from school) casualty figure has reduced from 107 incidents (2000) to 33 (2009) – an overall reduction of 69% in 10 years.
In 2009 there were:

· 20 child pedestrian school pupil casualties.
· 11 child car passenger school pupil casualties.
· 2 child cyclist school pupil casualties.
· 0 child bus passenger school pupil casualties.
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Bullying

Bullying remains a significant concern for children and young people. Results from the Pupil and Student Attitude Surveys 2009/10 show that bullying continues to reduce in Leicestershire Primary schools but the picture is a little less clear in Secondary schools:

The 2009 JSNA states:
· 57% of Leicestershire children have not been bullied at school (56% nationally).

· 38% of children had been bullied (ranging from once or more in the last year to most days) compared with 39% nationally.
There is no evidence that incidents of bullying have increased.
Crime (Young people as victims of crime)

No new information was available for this Needs Analysis. The 2007 Needs Analysis stated:
· Police analysis of mobile phone theft clearly identified young people as the most likely victims as well as the most likely perpetrators.

· A reported view that young people are disproportionately likely to be victims of violent crime (although statistical evidence to back this up was not found).

· A reported view that vandalism / anti-social behaviour was limiting opportunities for young people.

· Increasing concerns for young people as victims of crime relating to technology – cyber bullying, internet issues etc.

· Some evidence of child trafficking coming to light in relation to Unaccompanied Asylum Seeking Children (UASC) arriving in Leicestershire.

Children and Young People in Care

· Nationally, there were 60,900 children in care 31st March 2009, and increase of 2%. This was relatively unchanged compared to 2005 (61,000). Overall the main reason why specialist services first engaged with these looked after children was because of abuse or neglect (61%). This percentage has changed little over the past 5 years.
 However, the number of children in care in Leicestershire has been consistently less than half of the national rate per 10,000.
· The stability of placement for children in care has improved significantly:

· The percentage of children in care with 3 or more placements in the last 12 months has reduced (from 12.9% in 2006/07 to 11.9% in 2008/09)

· The percentage who have been in care for at least 2.5 years who have been in the same placement for at least 2 years has increased (from 56.9% in 2006/07 to 73.1% at Dec. 2009)
· There was a reduction in the number of children adopted from local authority care. 10.5% of children adopted were in 2008/09 compared to 13.4% in 2007/08.
· The number of Unaccompanied Asylum Seekers Children (UASC) in care increased from 31st March 2002 (4) to 31st March 2009 (58). However, the 2009 figure was an increase of only 1 compared to 2008.
Safeguarding

· The rate of children in need of a child protection plan registrations in Leicestershire is lower than in comparator groups being 23 per 10,000 population. This places Leicestershire in the lowest 5% nationally.
 However, there has been an overall increase in child protection plans:

Despite this increase, 100% of reviews of child protection plans were completed within statutory time scales. This was the same as last year and a slight improvement from 2006/07 at 99.2%.

Parenting 

The Leicestershire Pupil and Student Attitude Surveys 2009/10 show that:
· 95% of pupils (year 2 – 6) say their parents are interested in how they do at school

· 96% of students (years 7 – 13) think it is important they do well in school.
However, many children and young people experience significant family related difficulties:

· Nationally children with four experiences of family problems during childhood have a 70% risk of multiple disadvantages at age 30. Children without family problems have only a 5% risk of the same disadvantages at age 30.
· 63% of boys whose fathers go to prison are eventually convicted themselves.

· 61% of children in workless couple households live in poverty.

· 60% of children in the lowest reading attainment group at age 10 had parents with low literacy scores.

· Nearly half of women previously in care were mothers within 18-24 months of leaving care.

· Across Britain approximately 140,000 families with children experience five or more disadvantages (see The Social Exclusion Task Force for Families and Children Study in Part Two for definition of disadvantages). Nationally children from families with five or more disadvantages are more likely to experience problems, typically exclusion from school, children taken into care and contact with the police.
Schools report issues in knowing all of the support being received by a family and passing information on at transfer. Many schools are unclear who has done what.

Substance misuse

· Around 1.3 million children live with parents who misuse alcohol. Studies have found that the children of parents who misuse alcohol are at a higher risk of mental ill-health, behavioural problems, involvement with the police, as well as substance and alcohol misuse.

· Parental alcohol misuse:

· is a factor in more than 50% of child protection cases (and there are 350,000 children with drug addicted parents and 1million with alcohol addicted parents)
. 46% of those in adult drug treatment are parents
.
· increases the likelihood of young people having caring responsibilities at a young age and of poor educational attainment.
· means children are more likely to witness domestic violence and to experience parental relationship breakdown.
Domestic Violence

Domestic violence is known to be significantly damaging to children and young people’s welfare. It is a very frequent factor when children are in need of child protection plans, it frequently leads to mental health problems for young people and into adulthood and has been found to be a common feature when children have complex difficulties.

· Around one in four children who have witnessed domestic violence have serious social and behavioural problems and are 2.5 times more likely to have these problems than children from non-violent backgrounds.

· Witnessing domestic violence as a child results in males being more likely to engage in domestic violence as adults, and in females being more likely to be victims as adults.

· The British Crime Survey suggests that, in 2008/09, there were in excess of 17,000 incidents of domestic violence in Leicestershire. However, only 6,980 were reported to Leicestershire Constabulary.

· In 2009/10 there were at least 2 reported murders in Leicestershire determined as extreme domestic violence. (NI34 – Domestic violence – Murder).

· The 2009 Leicestershire Strategic Assessment found:
· Domestic abuse accounts for one in five serious violent crimes in Leicestershire Domestic abuse accounts for 8% of all offences recorded in Leicestershire during 2008/09.

· Recorded domestic abuse offences account for nearly one-third of all violence against the person and one-quarter of all sexual offences recorded within Leicestershire.

· Domestic abuse outreach services provided support for 588 victims in 2008/9. Of this number 65% had children.

· 247 victims of domestic abuse at very high risk of homicide or serious injury were referred to the Independent Domestic Violence Advisor (IDVA) service in 2008-09. Of this number 82% engaged with the service.

· 73 very high risk cases were discussed at a Multi-Agency Risk Assessment Conference (MARAC) in 2008-09.

· The 2004 Walby Report stated that Domestic abuse cost the UK £23 billion per year. In Leicestershire, the calculated financial cost of domestic abuse rests at £175 million pounds per year.

· In a national study of 189 Serious Case Reviews
 examined the most frequently mentioned parent characteristic was domestic violence – in 49 cases (25.9%).

· Domestic violence often coexists with other aspects of problematic parenting and is closely associated with all types of abuse and neglect

· Nearly three quarters of the children had lived with current or past domestic violence and/or parental mental ill health and / or substance misuse. 

Stay Safe Summary

Specific needs identified:

· The significant impact of substance misuse and domestic violence on children and young people’s welfare

Enjoy and Achieve

Absence

School attendance was highlighted in the 2007 Needs Analysis as a need requiring attention.

In the school year 2008/09
· Overall attendance for Leicestershire Primary Schools was at its highest ever level (95.4%). However, whilst Authorised Absence was at its lowest ever level (4.3%) Unauthorised Absence was at its highest ever level (0.3%). National comparative figures are unavailable at the time of publication.
Various factors influence Primary school absence rates:
· Authorised Absence rates for pupils eligible for Free School Meals (FSM) are 1.9% to 2.4% higher and 0.7% to 1.3% higher for Unauthorised Absence. However, attendance for this group does tend to improve with age up to Year 5.
· Authorised Absence for pupils who have English as an Additional Language (EAL) is 1.1% higher and 0.2% higher for Unauthorised Absence.
· Special Educational Needs (SEN) pupils (from ‘School Action’ to those with a Statement of Special Educational Need) in the younger Year Groups have higher levels of Authorised Absence than others. Overall absence for non-Statemented SEN pupils tends to decrease with age.

· Traveller pupils (White Traveller of Irish Heritage and White Gypsy/Roma – 0.4% pupils in Leicestershire Primary schools) have higher rates of absence missing 30% of possible attendance sessions. 

· Attendance for Leicestershire Secondary Schools was at its second highest ever level (93.0%). Authorised Absence was at its third lowest ever level in 2008/09 (5.7%) and Unauthorised Absence remained at a similar level to previous years (1.32%). No figures for national annual absence are available at this time.
Various factors influence Secondary school absence rates:

· National unauthorised absence rates for Year 11 are significantly above the Leicestershire Secondary school average for both males (8.6% higher) and females (10.3% higher).

· Authorised Absence rates for pupils eligible for FSM pupils range from 7.0% (Year 6) to 17.4% (year 11).
· SEN pupils have significant levels of both Authorised Absence and Unauthorised Absence. School Action Plus pupils have the highest levels of absence for SEN pupils (11.7% across all Secondary age groups, 16.2% for Year 11).
· Attendance for Special School pupils has shown a decrease in all absences since 2005/06. Authorised absence has reduced from 8.8% in 2005/06 to 7.8% in 2008/09. Unauthorised absence (0.3%) has remained unchanged since the previous year. Historically, total absence in Leicestershire Special Schools has been lower than the national Special School average.
· There has been a significant reduction in children in care missing school:

Children in care for at least a year who missed 25 or more days of school in the year.

· Leicestershire has 7 schools which were identified as having high levels of “persistent absence”
. Persistent absence levels are, however, falling as a result of interventions in this area.
Early Years

· 54.3% of children achieved a good level of achievement at the early years development stage
 an increase since the 2006 figure of 48.3%.
· The gap between the lowest achieving 20% in the Early Years Foundation Stage has gone down from 37.2 to 30.4 over 3 years to 2009 in Leicestershire. Leicestershire is achieving slightly better than the national norms.

· Girls continue to achieve at a higher level than boys in all aspects of Foundation Stage learning. The largest gap in achievement is in writing, and the smallest gap in achievement is in Knowledge and Understanding of the World and Numbers for Labels and Counting.
· 54% of children achieved a “good”
 level of development in 2009 compared to 48% in 2007. At the same time, the gap between the lowest achieving 20% has narrowed from 33 in 2007 to 30.4 in 2009.
Access

· As at January 2010, 93.5% of Leicestershire residents that attend mainstream schools attend a Leicestershire school.

· Connexions information in April 2010 suggested 87% of county residents of post-compulsory education age in education access the opportunity through county providers, with 13% travelling to Leicester City. 15% of those with a City address access county providers.

Key Stage Attainment

Of the 58 Leicestershire schools undergoing an Ofsted inspection between September to March 2010, 8 (14%) were judged outstanding, and only 2 (3%) was judged inadequate.
Over a four year timeframe the proportion of primary schools in Leicestershire judged to be good or outstanding is below that of statistical neighbours. The Ofsted Performance profile published in June 2010 identified the proportion of Primary schools judged to be good or better.

This shows a sustained improvement over time, rising by 25%, from 2005/6 when performance was below statistical neighbour and England averages to a position in 2009/10 when performance was 7% above statistical neighbours and 7% above the England average. 

92% of Year 7 – Year 13 respondents in the Student Attitude Survey said that their school prepared them as well as possible in exams and tests.
Key stage 1:
The percentage of children achieving level 2 and above, and level 3 or above continues to be above the national and statistical neighbour levels. The proportion of pupils being assessed at level 3 or above against the national average continues to widen for Reading, Writing and Maths.
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Key stage 2:
Key Stage 2 attainment continues to be higher than that nationally for English, Maths and Science and higher in English and Maths compared to Statistical Neighbours.
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Key stage 3:
Leicestershire continues perform extremely well at Key Stage 3. However, direct comparison with national performance and with statistical neighbours is no longer possible.
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Key stage 4:

Performance is above the maintained school average for England for all Key Stage 4 attainment measures other than uncapped average point score.
On the key measure – attainment of 5 or more GCSEs including English and Maths performance has improved at a faster rate than nationally over the last three years. However, value added measures produced by both the DCSF and Fisher Family Trust indicate that, given the very high performance at Key Stage 3, performance at Key Stage 4 should be higher. Progression based on Key Stage 2 prior attainment is also less than might be expected.

· The attainment gap at Key Stage 4 between pupils eligible for free school meals and their peers has widened (30.6% in 2007, 31.2% in 2009).

· Similarly the attainment gap between SEN and non-SEN pupils is also increased (47.6% 2007, 47.8% 2009).
Enjoy and Achieve Summary

Specific needs identified:
· Although attendance has generally improved attendance of Traveller children remains an issue.

· Although attainment at Key Stage 4 is improving progression performance should be better.
· The attainment gaps at Key Stage 4 (for both FSM / non-FSM and SEN / non-SEN) have increased. Narrowing the gap remains a priority for some vulnerable groups.
Make a positive contribution

· 28% respondents in the Student Attitude survey (Years 7 – 13) do voluntary work in the community
Behaviour
The national annual cost of school exclusion is estimated at £406 million.
· Permanent exclusions in Leicestershire have reduced from 0.26% to 0.15%. This is due to:

· A 25% reduction in permanent exclusions of boys (who historically accounted for over 75% of permanent exclusions in Leicestershire).
· A 30% reduction in permanent exclusions of girls.

The level of Permanent exclusions of SEN statemented pupils has been reduced by two thirds.
Fixed term exclusions had been increasing year on year since 2003/04 (6.5%) to 2008/09 (9.0%) in both primary and secondary phases. In 2008/09:

· Upper schools have the highest proportion of fixed period exclusions.

· Primary schools have the highest proportion of lunchtime exclusions.

Schools suggest this increase is a result of insufficient resources to provide for significant but “short term” behavioural issues and, they believe, may also link to the lack of mental health resources (above).
· The rate of exclusion for Children in Care has dropped significantly. In 2008-9, 31% of the cohort had exclusions over 25 days. In 2009-10, this figure stands at 10.3%, with half a term remaining. This progress has been as a result of a range of measures, including Statutory Guidance for DTs, intervention by team members, training for governors and involvement of youth workers.
· Of 882 CAF cases (opened and closed) between January and December 2009, 413 were predominantly related to behavioural issues.
Crime

Overall, young people’s involvement in crime has reduced:

· First time entrants to the Youth Justice System has reduced from 903 in 2008/09 to 386 in 2009/10.

· Re-offending by young people has been halved since 2008/09 (1.05% to 0.51% currently).

· The number of offences committed by young people fell from 1752 in 2008/09 to 1296 in 2009/10 a reduction of 26%.
· The numbers of young people receiving custodial sentences fell from 36 to 20 a reduction of 44.4% compared to a 24% reduction nationally.
· Between 2007/08 and 2008/09, offending in Leicestershire’s Children’s Homes reduced by 30%

However, there has not been a similar reduction for children in care 

· In 2006 (latest available data) HMI Constabulary research showed that local residents had the lowest fear of being a victim of anti social behaviour of any area in the comparator group of Police Forces, as well as the lowest fear of being the victim of a personal crime.

· Young people commit fewer crimes in Leicestershire than others in the region. Youth Offending Service data for 2006/7 shows that there are 44 offences per 1000 population down from 49 offences in 2005/6. This compares with a regional average of 54 and a YOS family group average of 46.offences in 2006/7

Involvement

There has been a general increase in the number of children and young people being involved in decision making opportunities across the county.
There has been an increase in work to support more vulnerable groups of children and young people to ensure that their voice is heard. This includes consultation on the Aiming High for Disabled Children, targeted work for the voxpop event and work with teenage parents

· Changes in legislation mean schools now have to ensure that they hear the voice of their pupils. School Council UK training has been offered and schools once accredited with healthy schools are able to carry out the healthy school enhancement module which specifically relates to the voice of pupils/students.

· The Pyramid of Participation provides a structure for involving young people, but does not currently include a sufficiently wide range of young people, reflect geographic issues or involve those under 13 years.
· Leicestershire has 7 district and borough youth councils, all of which are supported by both county and district workers. These are now more representative (more disabled young people have become involved) and also link more effectively with their local schools and groups. 

· Use of the Hear By Right Standards remains a key priority and there has been improvements across a variety of services. For example hear by right is used by an increasing number of voluntary sector organisations and now within the health sector.
· Leicestershire's long standing participation and consultation group for children in care (T2C) has now been expanded to form a Children in Care Council (CiCC).  There are just over 30 regular members of the CiCC who meet for participation days in the school holidays. The youngest member of the CiCC is aged 8, several are pre-teen and 3 others are from Black and Minority Ethnic groups. During term time, targeted groups of CiCC members meet to work on the specific projects in which they have expressed an interest. These include attending the Corporate Parenting Steering Group, taking part in the recruitment and selection of interviewing key staff (including, in 2009, the Assistant Director Specialist Services) and helping with foster carer and NQSW training.
· The percentage of children in care who communicated their views to statutory reviews in 2008/09 was 87.6%. This has reduced from 90.5% in 2007/08, and work is currently underway to encourage further participation of children in care in their statutory reviews.

· The Childcare Act 2006 placed a duty on local authorities to have “regard for the views of young children in the design, development and delivery of early childhood services”. Research shows that even very young children are able to make choices about their immediate environment, food they eat and the people they like.
The 2009 Pupil and Student Attitude Surveys show:

· 87% of respondents to the Pupil Attitude Survey (year 2 to year 6) agreed that adults took notice of their opinions.
· 80% of respondents to the Student Attitude Survey (year 7 to year 13) agreed that their school listens and takes into account what students say.
· 85% of respondents to the Student Attitude Survey (year 7 to year 13) agreed that their school explains their rights and responsibilities as citizens.
Transitions

Connexions staff completed 327 Section 139a assessments to support young people with Learning Difficulties and Disabilities likely to continue in post-16 education, training or higher education to identify additional support needs in the academic year 2009/10.

Making a Positive Contribution Summary

Specific needs identified:
· Although there has been reduction in permanent exclusions fixed term exclusions have increased.
· Further work is required to ensure the voice of a wider range of children and young people is heard.
Achieve Economic wellbeing

The Jan 2009 Child Wellbeing Index
 placed all Leicestershire districts above the national average. Harborough was the highest place local district at 22nd out of 354 and North West Leicestershire was the lowest  at 144th.
National research indicates that disabled children are more likely than able bodied children to live in poverty (the lack of suitable caring provision to enable parents to work could be a cause of this).
Childcare

Overall, Leicestershire’s childcare sufficiency ratio is 1:2 (i.e. one place for every two children), higher than the national desired standard of 1:4. However, this means that there are too many providers to be sustainable, Charnwood and Hinckley are of particular concern in this respect as they have more electoral wards where the ratio is 1:1 than other districts. Only in Oadby are there any concerns that there may not be enough childcare providers.
Disability

As described in the “Be healthy” section Disability is wide ranging issue and definitive figures are difficult to come by. However, it is known that parents and carers of disabled children are more likely to be in poverty. This is a result of barriers that have to be overcome, such as:
· Difficulty in finding appropriate childcare.
· Attendance at medical appointments.
· Expense of specialist equipment required.
Similarly, disabled young people are also more likely to be in poverty. It can be more difficult to gain employment (low expectations throughout school may be a factor) and, again, the expense of specialist equipment.
It is, therefore, no surprise that the “Take a break” short break scheme for parents and carers of disabled children continues to be over-subscribed However, Aiming High funding for 2009-2010 has meant that more families have been able to access the service (514) and an increase in payments in 2010/11 will mean a further increase in short breaks.
Apprenticeships

· The Leicestershire apprenticeship target for academic year 2010/11 is 1681. The forecast out-turn at January 2010 was 1393
.
· 14.1% of resident learners from Leicestershire LA area were undertaking Apprenticeships in 2007/08. During this period a lower proportion of females took up Apprenticeships (32.3%) compared to the regional figure (36.5%).
· Leicestershire has a particular low level of starts in Business Administration and Law
Diplomas
Diplomas are a new qualification for 14 - 19 year olds that combine practical and theoretical achievement into one high quality award. Diplomas have been developed with the support of the Sector Skills Councils and will cover in total 17 main subjects, (‘lines of learning’), 14 of which will be available for pre 16 delivery. All 17 diploma lines will be delivered in post 16 learning.

Five Diploma Partnerships in Leicestershire are actively involved in delivering at least one diploma. There are student from 12 schools participating, 5 FE Colleges and 16 Schools are planning delivery in 2010 providing 275 new starts (Year 10 students) and 75 second year diploma students (Year 11).

Higher education

Raising of the Participation Age (RPA) means that all young people will continue in education or training to 17 from 2013 and to 18 from 2015.

In Leicestershire:

· 75.6% learners who live in Leicestershire achieved a Level 2 qualification and 52.5% achieved Level 3

· Those most at risk of not achieving Level 2 by the time they are 19:

· Are white males (white or dual heritage).

· Are in receipt free school meals.

· Have some form of learning disability/difficulty.

· Around 37% of Leicestershire residents were accepted onto full-time HE courses in 2008, this percentage has been fairly static since 2002. 

· Data for students aged 15 in the 2005/06 cohort suggests that there is a 22% gap between students in receipt of free school meals and those who weren’t, going on to higher education institutions. This was greater than the national difference of 19.4%.

Future prospects

Those Not in Employment, Education or Training (NEET) within Leicestershire follows the expected annual cyclic trend. Despite the recession the underlying downward trend has continued and only 3.9% were NEET in 2009/10 (exceeding the ambitious target of 4.0%). Nationally 6.4% are NEET, 5.6% in the East Midlands and the average for statistical neighbours is 5.2%.
NEET by District Aug 2009 – Feb 2010
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The most recent data for those in education, employment and training (EET) show that young people in EET are split between Education (84%), Employment (12%) and Training (4%). The percentages in Education and Training have risen since March 2009 (from 79% and 3% respectively), and that Employment has dropped (from 18%).
Vulnerable Groups
· Children in care are more likely to be NEET – in February 2010 25.7% were NEET and 74.3% were in employment education or training (EET).
In December 2009, 43% of 19-year old care leavers were EET. This is lower than the national average (46%) and regional average (44%) and represents a decrease of 12% compared to December 2008.
· Young Offenders are more likely to be NEET – in February 2010 32.3% were NEET and 67.7% EET.

Money

66% Respondents to the 2009 Student Attitude Survey agreed that their school helped them to learn about money matters.
Poverty

The statements below were taken from the 2007 Needs Analysis. They have not been updated or added to.

· Poverty can be related to some ethnic groups and certain ethnic groups tend to be more deprived than others.  Notably the Bangladeshi community tends to be more deprived, and there is a significant number in Loughborough.  (0.4% of the Leicestershire under 18 population in the Census 2001 was recorded as Bangladeshi)

· Areas of Loughborough with a high BME population in the most deprived have relatively high attainment (e.g. Loughborough Bell foundry).

· Research shows that larger numbers of lone parent households lead to a greater likelihood / incidence of child poverty. The PCT recorded 16.2% of children living in lone parent families in Leicestershire and Rutland.

· Disabled children are more likely to live in poor households (cross reference to subsection 2 above).

Additionally the following were highlighted:

· Children from deprived backgrounds are more likely to be deprived themselves as adults, as evidenced by national research (i.e. they are less likely to achieve economic well-being).

Specific needs identified:
· Parents and carers need for support in caring for disabled children.

· Learners at risk of not achieving a level 2 qualification by the time they are 19.

· Potentially (data is out of date) – gap between students in receipt of free school meals and those who weren’t going on to higher education institutions.
