Educational Activities at
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CHRISTMAS DAYS

A one-day theme, which works very well as a part of an overnight stay at Beaumanor, our Christmas
day celebrations fit into either a Victorian or a WW2 topic. This is a seasonal theme and takes place
during the whole of December each year. A full and energetic programme of half-hour activities for
KS1 or KS2 may include:

Christmas Crafts
With the younger children we will make angels, paper chains and/or tree decorations and with the
older children we can make angels, paper lanterns or Origami stars.

Indoor Christmas Games
We will be playing some popular and classic indoor games. These range from Snakes and Ladders,
Ludo and Dominoes for the younger children to ‘Shut the Box’, Chess or Charades for the older ones.

Outdoor Games
Either outside in the courtyard, or inside in the gym, we will be doing some classic children’s playground
games such as Looby Loo, Dusty Bluebells, Oranges and Lemons, The Big Ship Sails, etc.

Christmas Story

On a WW2 Christmas, the children go deep underground into the original air raid shelter of the Hall to
listen to a wartime story, either read or on the wireless. On a Victorian Christmas the children go to our
specially decorated room to have stories read to them.

Christmas Card

For evacuees, the task is to learn some secret codes and add writing to a wartime Christmas card
in our wartime classroom. Victorian children go to our Victorian classroom and use dip pens to fill in
their card.

Carol Concert

A carol concert in the main Hall on the staircase. This is the highlight of the day. We have a
standard repertoire of Christmas songs, but we are always happy for you to sing your
school’s favourite songs.

Meeting Santa

A surprise activity. On the way out of the Hall, we meet in the courtyard and shout ‘hello’ to Santa,
who just happens to have dropped in. We can then go into Santa’s Grotto to see him face-to-face and
collect a small present from him.

Dragging the Yule Log

This depends on the time available before you have to leave. The historical reasons for a Yule
Log and it's dragging are explained and then an actual log is pulled by rope around a set course
in the grounds.

ACTIVITY INFORMATION

» We offer this activity as a one-day theme for any number of children.

* Residential groups will also be offered evening activities, until around 20:00.

* Groups will need to split into teams of around 30 — see programme for information.

* Al of the activities and any necessary equipment will be provided by Beaumanor.

* There may be some occasions when visiting staff will be asked to lead activities.

* [t will enhance the activities if groups come in costume and role (see teacher’s notes).
* Unless otherwise agreed, day groups will need to‘provide their own lunches.

All of our activities are as cross-curricular as possible and we try hard to encourage an holistic
approach to any particular topic. Specifically, we try to include aspects of Maths, English and
Science in all our days.
