DISTRICT/BOROUGH COUNCILS - PERFORMANCE UPDATE 

1.
PURPOSE OF REPORT

To advise the CYPS Executive and Board of progress made by the seven District/Borough Councils in Leicestershire towards the achievement of targets agreed by them (and endorsed by the CYPS Board in September 2006) as their contribution towards the objectives of 'Every Child Matters', the Children Act 2004 and (subsequently) the Children and Young People's Block of the LAA.

PREVIOUS DECISIONS

The targets set out in the attached report were agreed by the District/Borough Councils in Leicestershire during 2006 and were endorsed by the CYPS Board at the meeting on 6th September 2006.

BACKGROUND
3.1
As part of the Districts/Boroughs contribution to effective work with Children and Young People within Leicestershire, both LAA and 'Every Child Matters'/Children Act 2004, a Districts' Implementation Group was formed, with representatives from each of the seven Districts/Boroughs with the following agreed aim:


"The seven Districts/Borough Councils in Leicestershire are working in partnership to improve and sustain direct services and other support for our Children and Young People.  By focussing our activities within the five 'Every Child Matters' targets, and by working across administrative and geographical boundaries, we will contribute to improvements in the following areas over the next three years:

Staying Safe
Community Safety; Responses to Crime and Disorder; Reduction  in Domestic Violence; Provision of Affordable Housing

Being Healthy
Reduction in Health Inequalities, Supporting Healthier Lifestyles; Cleaner Greener Environment

Making a Positive
Support for Youth Councils; Promoting Inter-Cultural Understanding 


Contribution
Enjoy and Achieve
Learning and Employment; Pre-School and Childcare; Culture and Leisure Opportunities

Economic Wellbeing
Transport; Work-related Training; Low Income Families."

3.2
One aspect of that work was to identify areas of work which the seven Councils could collectively deliver as our contribution towards the implementation of the Children's Plan (and therefore the LAA, Every Child Matters and the Children Act).  That paper was presented to and adopted by the CYPS Board on 6th September 2006.

The purpose of this paper is to present an update, in the form of five appendices, each relating to one of the five objectives on Every Child Matters, to identify for the Board the progress being made and to promote further joint working between the District/Boroughs and our other partners on the CYPS Board.

The Board is asked to comment as necessary on the work completed so far and identify any deficiencies/future direction which the Districts/Boroughs should consider.
