What is Arts in Education?

Arts in Education is the Arts Service of the Leicestershire and Leicester City Children and Young People’s Service. As well as tuition, performance and curriculum work in music, dance and drama, we provide performance opportunities in choirs, orchestras, bands and ensembles.

The choirs are organised in age groups: 

The Junior Choir 

School years 3-8 
Boys and Girls
The Youth Choir

School years 8+

How do I join? 

All of our choirs are non-auditioning and open to all. So just come along and try it out at the beginning of a term. After two taster sessions you can decide weather you want to become a member of the choir
When and where do they rehearse?

All of the choirs rehearse during term time at The Knighton Fields Centre, Herrick Road, Leicester, LE2 6DH.

What will I be singing?
Each choir sings a variety of songs for different types of performance. There are fun action songs and songs from musicals and shows. All the Arts in Education choirs sing in parts. Sometimes the different choirs sing together and perform much longer pieces. 

Will I be able to perform in any concerts or performances?
Arts in Education offers some of the most outstanding performance opportunities in the UK. Singers are regularly given the chance to perform in prestigious venues around Leicestershire including the De Montfort Hall. Some groups also travel to performances outside the county, offering new opportunities such as working with other choirs and conductors.   

Singing for boys

We want to encourage as many boys as possible to sing and hope that over time the number of boys in the Junior Choir will increase. As these pupils progress we hope to have enough members to form a new Boys’ Youth Choir. 
How much does it cost?

There is a fee for each term. The current fees for Junior and Youth choirs are on the Arts in Education website www.leics.gov.uk/artsined. Currently full fee remission is available for pupils whose families are in receipt of:
· Income support

· Income Based Jobseekers Allowance

· Support under the Asylum and Immigration Act

· Child Tax Credit and the annual household income is below £14,155 (This figure is subject to change) and not in receipt of Working Tax Credit.
Singing when you leave school

Some singers discover that they would like to make music their profession as a performer or teacher. Singing in an Arts in Education choir will be excellent preparation for further study at a higher level. Many singers do not want to make music a career, but find it such an important part of their lives that they want to continue to sing for pleasure after they leave school. The Chanterelders is an adult mixed choir for singers age 18+ which is affiliated to Arts in Education and meets at Knighton Fields Centre on Mondays from 7.30pm-8.45pm.
