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These are an easy to make resource, which help young children learn their number bonds to ten and help older children begin to learn some of their multiplication facts.

To make

1. Print your chosen flip-flop.

2. Either laminate or photocopy onto card.

3. Cut up into individual squares and stick face down (in the original order) onto some sticky back plastic leaving a small gap between each square.

4. Cover the back in sticky back plastic.

Your flip-flop is now ready to use.  It can be folded in various ways and the children can respond to questions such as 'How many hands can you see?’ and ‘How many hands can I see?’ etc.
