	‘Snapshots from History’

	Learning   Objectives:     

· (ALL)  To gain knowledge of the human catastrophe that surrounded partition 1947-8

· (MOST)  To engage in historical empathy with the observers of these events as well as the victims

· (SOME)  To begin to analyse the causes and or interpretations of these events



	TEACHING ACTIVITIES (+ timings)

	Starter:  (10 - 15 minutes)

Source Analysis Activity:

· Pupils see each image (Content) as an ISM (Initial Stimulus Material) for 30 seconds each  (2 mins)

· In groups of 4 pupils brainstorm historical questions (4 mins)

· (Scaffolding included for less able groups; designed to highlight key historical skills of causation, interpretation etc.)

· Introduce Key Facts as Context for the sources.  (2 mins)

· Pupils complete Post-It Note to explain what they think has happened and feedback the ideas of their peers. (Comment on the sources)  (2 mins)

Development:  (5 – 10 minutes)

· Pupils revisit the four ISM images and ‘read’ the image in order to complete their own ‘caption’ to explain their interpretation of what’s going on in each.

· How would pupils describe what they have seen so far?  

· G+T pupils or those for whom empathy is a less accessible skill may consider: ‘What do they believe to be the historical significance of this even – why take the photos?’

· How does this contrast with Bourke-White’s interpretation?

	Main activity:  (15 - 20 mins)

Card sort and Hot Seating

· Distribute an envelope to each pair / group of students.

· Students match up the 8 images with the ‘correct’ caption.

· Teacher reveals answers via projector.

· Pupils in their pairs / groups can then ‘hot seat’ one of the characters from the photos.  As ‘Oral History Researchers’ what questions would you ask that individual and how might they respond?
	Differentiation:

Supported students:

Scaffolding on PPT for Question ideas during brainstorm

(NB Care has been taken to ensure that the pictures show a fair balance of events and do not focus of any one group.  If images are removed to aid differentiation then care should be taken to maintain this balance.)

G+T students:

Could be ‘hot-seated’ in front of the class to take questions.

Early stage EAL students:

Use of pictoral rather than written sources

Peer support through group work.

	Plenary  (5-10 mins)

Map annotation

· Display map of pre and post partition India.

· What differences can pupils note?

· How might this explain the original images we saw?

· Pupils may annotate on an interactive whiteboard or similar the major changes or the areas from where they believe the photos may have been taken.
