	LESSON TOPIC

The impact of the partition of India 
	CONTEXT

Pupils have been studying the history behind partition, and have been considering its context, the role of individuals and groups in its occurrence and ultimately early fruition. The lesson prior to this, pupils are to consider to what extent there was/is evidence of ‘humanity amidst insanity’. This lesson is a follow on that identifies some of the positive and negative impacts of partition, and asks pupils to consider the relative seriousness and importance of each of these. 
	LESSON STRUCTURE AND TEACHING ACTIVITIES

(3 PART LESSON)

Starter:  Recap on the ‘humanity amidst insanity’ thinking skills task conducted previous lesson. What did we learn about?

Main:  main parts to this section:

1) Pupils work in pairs. Given 10 image and 10 impact word cards – study these cards and match the words and images together. (These can be reduced in number for Lower ability pairings or classes, or for lower key stages)
2) Feedback session - class to discuss which word they decided went with which image, based on their knowledge of partition, and consideration of the key terms. (It does not matter if you can not get whole class agreement, provided pupils are voicing their justifications in an appropriate way, and reasoning is valid)
3) As a whole class, order/sequence the larger versions of the words along a continuum line. One end of line represents positive impact, the opposite end represents negative. Can either get pupils to move with the cards, or have a ‘washing line’ to peg the cards to. Pupils must justify their reasons for locating the cards on the continuum. Cards can be moved backwards and forwards as often or as little as you wish – dependent on the reaction of the class and the validity of the justifications being given by pupils. Ensure pupils are asked to consider and explain which impact they feel to be most and least important/ serious. 
Plenary: Using AfL, discuss what we have learnt from today’s lesson. Was the impact of partition a purely negative one? Or was their hope in the face of turmoil and devastation? How does this make pupils feel? 



	LEARNING OBJECTIVE(S)

By the end of this lesson:

· all pupils will know a range of different impacts felt by people involved in partition
· most pupils will be able to justify their own ideas about the relative seriousness and importance of these impacts. .  

· some pupils will be recognize the interplay between impacts and therefore realize that at times impacts of partition cannot be viewed in isolation.
