6.  Theft from Stores 

Theft from stores offences cover shoplifting offences from individual shops and market stalls. Table 6.1 
(below) shows the number of theft from stores offences recorded in Charnwood Borough, Loughborough 
town centre and Loughborough CCTV area for 2003/04 and 2004/05. 

In 2004/05 there has been a decrease of 10% in the number of theft from stores offences recorded in 
Charnwood Borough compared to 2003/04. This reduction is in contrast to both Loughborough town 
centre, increasing 10% and Loughborough CCTV area, increasing 3%, in the same time period. 

Map 6.2 (next page) shows the number of theft from stores offences recorded in Loughborough town 
centre in each 100 metre grid square. The hot-spot area identified by the red squares contains the highest 
intensity of theft from stores offences within the two year period. The hot-spot area covers the areas 
with the highest concentration of retail premises, including Market Place, Market Street, Carillon Court 
and Sainsbury on Ashby Road. Other areas within the CCTV area with a high concentration of theft from 
stores offences include the Rushes shopping centre and Biggin Street/Church Gate. 

There is one area within Loughborough town centre, outside the CCTV area, which has a high 
concentration of theft from stores offences in the two year period. This area covers three 100 metre grid 
squares which cover part of the Belton Road Industrial Estate (B & Q and Aldi).

7. Theft from Person 

Theft from person offences include theft without the use of force and where the goods stolen were being 
worn by the victim, were attached to or were contained in an article of clothing being worn by the victim. 
Offences including the use or threat of force are recorded as robbery. Where none of these 
circumstances apply (i.e. unattended items) the offence is recorded as theft (see section 5).  

Table 7.1 (below) shows the number of theft from person offences recorded in Charnwood Borough, 
Loughborough town centre and Loughborough CCTV area for 2003/04 and 2004/05. 

In 2004/05 there has been an increase in the number of theft from person offences recorded in 
Charnwood Borough, Loughborough town centre and Loughborough CCTV area compared to 2003/04. 
The increase in theft from person offences within the CCTV area (up 11%) was lower than the increase in 
Loughborough town centre (up 19%) and Charnwood Borough (up 17%).

8. Theft from Motor Vehicle 

Theft from motor vehicle includes those offences recorded as theft from motor vehicle, theft from vehicle 
other than motor vehicle, tampering with a motor vehicle and vehicle interference. 

Table 8.1 (below) shows the number of theft from motor vehicle offences recorded in Charnwood 
Borough, Loughborough town centre and Loughborough CCTV area for 2003/04 and 2004/05. 

In Charnwood Borough there has been an overall decrease in theft from motor vehicle offences, down 
13% in 2004/05 compared to the previous year. There has been a proportionately higher percentage 
decrease in offences recorded in the CCTV area, down by 31%, though the decrease in Loughborough 
town centre was proportionately lower, down by 6%.

Table 8.2 shows the location of theft from motor vehicle offences by premises type during the last two 
years. It is not surprising to find that the majority of theft from motor vehicle offences occur in locations 
with a higher concentration of vehicles, such as car parks. However, though nearly half (46%) of theft from 
motor vehicle offences are recorded in car parks the majority (84%) are recorded in single level car parks 
as opposed to multi-storey. Also the percentage reduction in the number of recorded theft from motor 
vehicle offences in Loughborough CCTV area is two and half times the reduction seen in single story car 
parks. 

Over one third (37%) of theft from motor vehicles are recorded on the street. Theft from motor vehicles 
recorded on the street was down by 13%, compared to a 31% reduction for all theft from motor vehicles.

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9. Damage to Motor Vehicle 

Damage to motor vehicle offences include those offences where intentional destruction or damage to a 
vehicle has occurred but there is no apparent intent to enter the vehicle. 

Table 9.1 (below) shows the number of damage to motor vehicle offences recorded in Charnwood 
Borough, Loughborough town centre and Loughborough CCTV area for 2003/04 and 2004/05. 

In Charnwood Borough there has been a decrease of 6% in 2004/05 in the number of reported damage to 
motor vehicle offences compared to the previous year. In contrast, there has been a reduction in the 
number of reported damage to vehicle offences in Loughborough town centre and CCTV area, down 11% 
and 7% respectively.

Table 9.2 (below) shows the location of damage to motor vehicle offences by premises type within the 
CCTV area in the last 2 years. Of the 137 damage to motor vehicle offences in the CCTV area, more than 
half (55%) were recorded as vehicles parked on the street. Also, almost one third (28%) of damage to 
motor vehicle offences were recorded as vehicles parked in level car parks. 

Reported damage to motor vehicle offences decreased by 7% in 2004/05 in the CCTV area compared to 
the previous year. Most of this decrease is accountable to the decrease in damage recorded to vehicles 
parked in level car parks, down from 22 to 16 offences.

The highest number of offences recorded in a 
single 100 metre grid square is 13 within the two year period. Damage to motor vehicle offences were 
not concentrated into hot-spots but more dispersed across Loughborough town centre.

10. Damage 

Damage offences include those offences where deliberate destruction or damage to property has 
occurred. This includes destruction of or damage to buildings, street furniture, arson and threats to 
commit damage.  

Table 10.1 (below) shows the number of recorded damage offences recorded in Charnwood Borough, 
Loughborough town centre and Loughborough CCTV area in 2003/04 and 2004/05. The table shows that 
there has been an increase in the number of reported damage offences in both Charnwood borough and 
Loughborough town centre. However within the CCTV area there has been a slight reduction (down 3%) 
in recorded offences in 2004/05 compared to the previous year.

Table 10.2 shows that the majority of damage offences are committed against shops (29%) and business 
premises (24%). This will be partly attributable to a predominance of shops and business premises located 
in the CCTV area. Though there was an overall decrease in damage offences in 2004/05, increases in 
offences were reported against commercial premises and in public places. Half of those offences 
committed in a public place were in the street, though no details of the property involved is available.

This information could be 
incorporated into the report to support the recorded offence information.
