How to make number flaps

1. Photocopy the template onto card and cut out.
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2. Fold along the horizontal dotted line – backwards so that 1x2, 2x2 etc is now on the back – and glue.

The front should now look like this.
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3. Fold along the remaining horizontal line to bring the 1x2, 2x2, 3x2 etc onto the top of the numbers.  It should now look like this:
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4. Cut along the dotted vertical lines (on the top piece of card only).

5. You can now lift individual flaps to see the correct answer underneath.
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
