Sample Generic Risk Assessment for Sports Fixtures

Risk Assessment – Sports Fixtures

Hazard
People Harmed

Young person becomes ill or is injured
Young People
Young people informed what to do in the case of emergency.

First aid kit kept with the party.

Member of staff identified to accompany the injured young person to hospital if necessary. 

Emergency contact details for the participants taken on the fixture and a copy left at base with the base contact.

Pre-existing medical conditions and required medication known and details circulated amongst supervising staff.

If only one member of staff is with the team the organisation for the supervision of the remainder of the team and a means of returning home needs prior organisation:

· Reciprocal agreement with host school.

· Emergency member of staff identified and available to come out and provide transport and/or cover.

If using parents/staff cars then convoy system in case the illness comes on during the journey.


The named emergency member of staff supplied with the means of returning home once parents arrive, if the youngster is hospitalised for any length of time - spare car, lift home or money for public transport.



Member of staff becomes ill or is injured
Staff
Supervision reorganised to take into account the member of staff now missing.

Contact made with establishment so that next of kin can be informed as soon as possible.

Plan B brought into play if supervision levels now prevent the original activities from taking place.

Additional / replacement member of staff to join the venture to maintain supervision levels if necessary.

If only one member of staff is with the team the organisation for the supervision of the remainder of the team and a means of returning home needs prior organisation:

· Reciprocal agreement with host school.

· Emergency member of staff identified and available to come out and provide transport and/or cover.

If using parents/staff cars then a system put in place to cover the loss of part of the transport pool.


Plan B prepared and fully risk assessed.



Accident
All participants
All participants sat down with seat belts on throughout the journey.

If on the motorway get participants out of the vehicle and behind the barrier as soon as possible.




Mechanical breakdown
All participants
If using minibus some means of contacting the emergency organisations and membership of such organisations to be organised.

If using parents/staff cars then convoy system in case of breakdown during the journey.

If on the motorway get participants out of the vehicle and behind the barrier as soon as possible.
