Although the proportion of parents who are dissdigsl with local
childcare provision is relatively small (1%), p&seavith school-
aged children are more likely to be dissatisfiethvtineir current
childcare provision (5%) compared to parents ofsEhool
children (1%).

Other groups who are more likely to be dissatisfiederall with
their childcare provision include parents with aalility, BME
parents, and more specifically Asian or Asian $riparents, and
households where both parents work full-time.

Compared to other parents across the County, BME parents and
household where all parents work full-time are léi&gly to be
satisfied with the affordability of their current childcare provision.
