
How to find us
Approaching from the North
Exit the M1 motorway at Junction 23. Turn 
left onto the A512 (Ashby Road) towards 
Loughborough. At the 2nd roundabout turn right 
onto the A6004 (Epinal Way). Continue straight 
ahead until you reach the 5th roundabout. At this 
roundabout turn right (3rd exit) towards Quorn 
on the Loughborough Road. Turn left at the 1st 
set of traffic lights onto Farley Way. At the 1st 
roundabout take the 3rd exit along Meynell Road 
towards Quorn. The entrance to Quorn Hall is 
approximately 400 metres on the left.

Approaching from the South
Exit the M1 motorway at Junction 21A along 
the A46 towards Newark. Leave the A46 at 
the Birstall exit (approx. 5 miles from the M1 
Junction at 21A). Turn left on the A6 towards 
Loughborough. Proceed to the 2nd exit showing 
Quorn (situated immediately after the 2nd road 
bridge over the  A6). Take the 2nd exit at the 
roundabout and proceed along Meynell Road. 
The entrance to Quorn Hall is approximately 400 
metres on the left.

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Usage
Quorn Hall caters primarily for student groups 
from those areas of Europe with which 
Leicestershire has educational links and 
also Leicestershire schools, colleges and 
youth groups. Conference facilities are also 
available.

Accommodation
Quorn Hall has accommodation for 120 people 
arranged in dormitories for 4-10, with 8 twin 
bedded en-suite rooms. There is a twin bedded 
room with an en-suite bathroom on the ground 
floor suitable for visitors with disabilities.

Facilities
Quorn Hall offers warm and comfortable 
accommodation. Facilities include several 
study rooms and a games room. Various items 
of audio-visual and sports equipment are 
available for use by resident groups.

ACTIVITIES
Quorn Hall International Centre can offer 
supported and unsupported activities. 
Supported activities can be arranged in 
conjunction with fully qualified teachers 
/ instructors based on site and at nearby 
Beaumanor Education Centre. These 
include canoeing, climbing, walking, 
archery, team building, orienteering and 
other outdoor activities. Beaumanor Park 
also offers a range of field study and day 
activities for groups visiting Quorn Hall. 
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Location
Quorn Hall is located in the village of Quorn 
about 2 miles from Loughborough. It is easily 
reached by British Rail to Loughborough or by 
road from the A6 and the M1.

Situation
Quorn Hall stands in large grounds and is 
surrounded by lawns and trees. Adjacent to the 
Hall is the River Soar. There is ample space to 
relax and enjoy the scenery or to use the lawned 
areas around the Hall for recreational activities.

History
The original Hall was built as a family home in 
the late 17th century. From 1753 to 1903 it was 
the home of the Quorn Hunt. It was eventually 
purchased by Leicestershire County Council 
and became the International Centre in 1977.

Catering
Quorn Hall catering is a speciality, whether 
breakfast, lunch or evening meal. For groups 
wishing to return later than the normal evening 
meal time a cold meal can be provided by prior 
arrangement. Groups are asked to help with 
some of the cleaning up duties.
