	

	RAISE EXPECTATIONS
High expectations provide a powerful force that can raise performance. Teachers with higher expectations of progress will plan appropriately challenging activities.  Parents and pupils need to share those high expectations.



	

	

	ENSURE ASSESSMENT IS ACCURATE
Under-assessment can result in children’s progress being hampered through the setting of inappropriate targets and inappropriate activities. 



	

	

	IMPROVE THE SELF-ESTEEM OF CHILDREN AND YOUNG PEOPLE
Learners’ self-esteem is influential in enabling them to make progress.  Low self-esteem usually results in behavioural difficulties.  Every child or young person needs to know that they are an “expert” in at least one area.



	

	

	ENSURE ALL TEACHERS TAKE RESPONSIBILITY FOR PROGRESS
Even though some learners will have additional support to help them progress against their IEP targets, a key factor in making good progress if for learners to their needs met in every lesson through appropriate activities.   



	

	

	ENSURE THERE IS AGREEMENT ABOUT JUDGING LEVELS
Moderation (comparing and adjusting level judgements) in school/college and between schools/colleges is key to providing accurate data on which to base judgements. It is also essential to train new staff in the assessment systems used by the school and moderate their judgements with existing staff as part of their induction programme.
