PART ONE

Notice is given in accordance with section 15(1) of the Education and Inspections Act 2006 that Leicestershire County Council, County Hall, Glenfield, Leicester LE3 8RF intends to discontinue King Edward VII School, Burton Rd, Melton Mowbray, Leics LE13 1DR on 31 August 2011.

The closing of King Edward VII School would be achieved through a phased transfer of pupils to the other secondary schools in the Melton Mowbray and Vale of Belvoir Partnership or elsewhere outside of this area. This would be subject to the availability of places at the other schools and parental choice for these schools through the admissions process. The phasing would be achieved as follows: 

• from September 2010 there would be no further admissions to King Edward VII School.  Students in Year 6 who are due to attend King Edward VII School in  September 2010 will be accommodated at the other two secondary schools in Melton Mowbray; Long Field School and John Ferneley College; 

• for the school year 2010-11 students in years 8, 9 and 11 would remain at King Edward VII School. In September 2011 they would move to other secondary schools in the Melton Mowbray and Vale of Belvoir Partnership (The Partnership) or elsewhere outside of this area. This would enable Year 11 students to complete their GCSE courses at King Edward VII School; 

• in September 2010 year 10 students would move to the other two secondary schools in Melton Mowbray; Long Field School and John Ferneley College to begin their GCSE courses; and 

• post-16 students would remain and be educated in King Edward VII School until the opening of the new Post-16 Centre, off Burton Road, Melton Mowbray in September 2011. 

Detailed travel plans will be developed by each of the above schools to support these proposals .
PART TWO
Notice is given in accordance with section 19(1) of the Education and Inspections Act 2006 that Leicestershire County Council intends to make a prescribed alteration to John Ferneley College (Community School), Scalford Road, Melton Mowbray, Leics LE13 1LH from 01 September 2010.

The expansion of John Ferneley College is proposed to accommodate the transfer of students following the closure of King Edward VII School. 

The current capacity of the school is 800 and the proposed capacity will be 1100. The current number of pupils registered at the school is 724. The current admission number for the school is 160 and the proposed admission number will be 220.
