Would you read another title by
this author?

e Did you like the cover/look of the book? Would you have chosen to read it, and why
(or why not)?

¢ Did you skip the any boring bits or just read the end? If you gave up on the book, can you
say why?

e If it was made into a film/TV series, which actors would play the main parts?

e Did it remind you of any other books you have read? Can you think of any other stories
with similar ideas, characters or settings?
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
